REFUSES TO ALLOW COI.MXS

Jay E. Russell, interested In water
rights or. the American River, near
Auburn, gave considerable information
as to the water supply he has in mind.
He states that the watershed is more
than 1500 square mile.? in area; that he
can bring water to within 118 miles of
the city, that he can use the;gravity
system and that in connection with
an electrical power plant the city could
put the plant into running order for
$4,687,842. He produced a sample of
the water from his region, and caused
a ripple of laughter when he produced
from a satchel some • water, :muddy in
color, that he said was ( a product of
the Contra Costa Company/
/W. S. Tevls, president of the Bay

Cities Water Company, referred briefly
to the purit» of 'water and .source of
supply, which Is Echo Lake, near Lake
Tahoe. "There is absolutely no' ques-
tion," he; said, "regarding", ouir^rlghts.
We purchased '." from, an\ established
company that has been operating for
thirty "years. Today,

A. L. Weil stated the proposition of
the Northern Sierra Power and Water
Company, which proposes to secure its
supply from the north fork of the
Feather River. The supply, he said,
would easily be 400,000,000 gallons of
water a day. He. laid stress upon
the fact that there are no complica-
tions with Irrigation companies and
but few riparian rights. He called at-
tention to :the electrical power that
could be obtained, and said if used it
would mean an income of %.1,000,000
yearly. At the prevailing water rate,
he concluded, the city taxation could
be reduced 50 per cent. The company
wants J2.000.000 for its water rights
and will take city bonds.

John S. Partridge for the Sierra
Water and Power Company laid stress
on the fact that his company can bring
water nearer the city than any othej
proposition offered, w^iich would effect
a staving in piping. The supply of his
company is located at the conjunction
of the forks of the Mokelumne River.
The company is willingto guarantee

that a storage reservoir can be con-
structed that will hold 64,000,000.000
gallons of water and can easily supply
daily 135,000.000 gallons of water at
a cost not to exceed $23,000,000. includ-
ing piping. Mr. Partridge also- referred
to the fact that his company could
bring water Into San Francisco by
gravity. . . *

The charter requires that the com-
mittee shall make a list of all avail-
able sources and that bids then be re-
quested. As things now stand in a
number of instances there is absolutely
no Information regarding source and it
will baffle even the Supervisors to
determine upon the availability. Super-
visor Phillips presided at the session
and was flanked by Supervisors Box-
ton, Gallagher and Walsh.

AOHTHERX SIERRA COMPANY.

Aside- from setting forth In general
the propositions they have to offer San
Francisco in the way of a water supply
at the meeting of the special committee
of the Board of Supervisors yesterday,
representatives of companies and in-
dividuals who have either rights or es-
tablished systems they wish to sell ac-
complished nothing. Where the propo-
sitions have already been set forth in
previous communications to "the board
there was little to be gained.
Itwas expected that in certain cases,

as that of Hugo D. Newhouse, where
neither price nor source of supply has
been given, the information would be
forthcoming, but a haze of secrecy still
surrounds such plans and the commit-
tee will be handicapped in the 'matter.
Xewhouse," for instance, stated that his
principals were negotiating In regard
to • the establishment of. electrical
plants, hence his inability to be more
definite. Representatives of the Lake
Tahoe and San Francisco Water Works
Company and the .Schofleld Construc-
tion Company failed ,to put In an ap-
pearance. ,

DATA ON WATER
GIVEN TO BOARD

What the. enrollment of the public
schools of the city will be upon the
reopening on July.23 is a question that
is causing the directors of the Board
of Education and Superintendent of
Schools Alfred Roncovierl many sleep-
less nights. The School Department
has cleared up the matter of the sub-
stitute teachers by making them \ all
regular tutors, but by so doing they
have increased the list of unemployed
by over 200. Four hundred and thir-
teen classrooms have been -lost to the
department, either by fire *or by the
wrecked condition .,of the- buildings.
This would 'mean on thel face of the
matter that this;.number of leachers
would be either out of a job or, would
be employed in temporary buildings. •;

Superintendent of Schools Roncovierf,
when asked to give a list or an esti-
mate of the number of teachers' whose
names appear on the unassigned col-
umn who would have, absolutely no
cnance of obtaining classes for the
coming school year. said:.

That is impossible. We are as muchat sea as any outsider. All the chil-
dren may return or only a very smallpercentage. In the first case we would
be brought face to face with a severe
problem of providing buildings for all.However, if this .were to come about,
we would have scarcely enough teach-ers to take charge, as many, have se-
cured leaves of absence and havesought positions elsewhere. Ifonly a
few appear we will be able to buildtemporary structures and erect tents
for the pupils, but will have to lay off
several hundred teachers. We are,1 in
fact. In the proverbial predicament.
\\ c have lost 413 classrooms,- but the
children fortunately are all safe. Many
are in Oakland, Berkeley and Alameda
and other neighboring towns, as well
as in the various refugee camps. Howmany of these children will return we
have no means of ascertaining. It
would probably be a safe estimate that
the two or three hundred at the end
of the unassigned list would havescarcely a chance of securing anything

rfor at least six months or a year; But
we are ai a. loss to. know exactly who
belongs at the end* ofJthe list, as all
records have been destroyed and many
of the teachers have "become confusedas to the dates of their certificates.
