They killed
five policemen, wounded five and cap-
tured the remainder-of the force, ex*
cept the lieutenant who was in com-
mand.

The event of
today in connection with the prepara-
tions for the coronation of King Haa-
kon VIIand Queen Maud was the ar-
rival of the Prince and Princess of
Wales and their children on board the
royal yacht Victoria and Albert, con-
voyed by the British second-class
cruisers Juno and Talbot.

The British vessels entered the har-
bor at 4:SO o'clock this afternoon, the
Juno and T&lbot firing a salute, to
which the Norwegian cruisers and shore
batteries replied. For half an hour the
sound of guns re-echoed for miles along
the Fjord. The Victoria and Albert had
anchored in the harbor before King
Haakon. Queen Maud and Crown Prince
Olaf boarded a launch and steamed
out to meet their relatives, the repre-
sentatives of the British nation. The
close kinship of the Kingand Queen of
Norway to the Prince of Wales made
the meeting particularly sympathetic.
The Prince of Wales embraced his sis-.
ter and warmly greeted his brother-in-
law, and took the little Crown Prince
Olaf in his arms. Later the members of
the two suites werfe presented to one
another. ; • .

WASHINGTON, June 20.—President
RooseVelt is in close touch with Demo-
cratic politics,;;and, according to his
friends, 1has predicted .the nomination
of William • Jennings Bryan by the
Democrats; in\1908. The President is
among the Republican leaders who are
casting about i6r a man to beat him.
He is not-playing any one man to beat
another in his own party, but it is said
the .President; has abandoned all idea
of Elihu Root being a candidate for the
Presidency. ' ...

"Ibelieve." said a friend of the Pres-
ident today, "that Theodore. Roosevelt
would crawl on his

'
knees from the

White House to the Capitol to'see Wil-
liam H. Taft made President for eight
years.- Iknow something of the ad-
miration he entertains for him. In my
opinion the President will not insist
upon Taft going on the Supreme bench,
although he feels that In the twenty-
five years he might serve he' would
leave an indelible and honored mark
upon' its proceedings.
. "He fears, however, that Vice Pres-
ident Fairbanks has such a great start
toward the Presidency that Secretary
Taft might fall for the nomination 1in
1908 and lose. both positions, in either
of .which he . believes he would be a
credit."/ - .
