There is no proof that eithep of the
| men directly d the w 's death,
/and they have mot been arresfed, but
| the police are investigating the case.

The facts thus far brought to light |

indicate to the police that Mrs. Reichert,
a semi-invalid, was the victim either of
her husband or of his friend. Michael
Baumann, while the tnree indulged in
| liguor at the Relchert home in West
| Berkeley on June 20. The men admit
that whisky was given te Mrs. Relchert
on that day, and that they held her
head while the whisky was poured
down. At some stage in the prooeed-
ings Mrs. Relchert’'s neck was broken,
either in a drunken quarrel or while the
whisky was being poured down her

throat by her male companians in the

house.

{ A Coroner's jury that heard the tes.
timony in the ecase today and eross-
examined both Reichert and Baumann
confessed itsslf unable to decide wheth-
er Reichert is responsible for the wom-
an's death, or both. Neither Reichert
nor Baumann was detained by the po-
lice, though they will both doubtless be
kept under surveillance. The jury found
that Mrs. Relohert's death was the re-
sult of a dislocated nevk.

SHERIFF INVESTIGATES.
The discovery last night by Dr, J. J.

Benton that Mrs. Reichert's neck was |

dislocated inspired Sheriff Barnet to
begin an investigation at once. The
woman died last Wednesday night, sup-
posedly of natural causes. Her husband
reporied her death to Dr. Bentan on
| Thursday morning. Dr. Benton in-
formed the Coroner, and an inquest was
ordered for this morning,

Supposedly the inquest was to be one

| of the perfunctory affairs that follow |

when death comes so suddenly to a man

lor woman that the relatives of the
stricken one have not time to call a
| physician, the law then requiring that
{ official inquiry shall be made into the
causes of death, even if the inquiry is
| to be largely perfunctory.

When Dr. Benton notified the author- |

ities last night, however, that in mak-
ing his autopsy examination of Mrs.
Reichert he had found her neck dislo-
cated, death certainly being the result

of this dislocation, the case assumed a |

| new aspect, and there was no meore
thougi.. of a perfunctory inquest.
Murder was suspected, and instantly
these cognizant of the circumstances In
connection with the case recalled sev-
eral suspicious features of the affair

attention. The woman’s husband, for
example, had not reported her death un-

died Wednesday night.

These details had seemed un-
usual to those who took care of the
body, but were not made much of, be-
cause the husband of the woman had

| when she expired suddenly on Wednes-
day night he did not consider it re-

markable.
BOTH MEN SUMMONED.

The authorities determined to make a

| searching investigation of every feature
connected with Mrs. Reichert's death,

after learning of these unusual mat-

ters, and Reichert, accordingly, with

Michael Baumann, who was in the

Reichert house when the woman died,

were summoned before the Coroner's

jury this morning to give testimony and

be examined.

Dr. Benton also testified. He was in-

| formed by Reichert of the death of Mrs,
Reichert twelve hours after the death

occurred. Dr. Benton informed the jury

today that he asked Reichert why no-

tification of death was given to him, a

| physician, or why his services were re-

| quested after the patient had passed |

| away.

“Reichert told me,” said Dr. Benton,
“that he wanted to be sure that no
blame attached to him for his wife's
death, and that if there was anything
said about the death he desired a phy-
sician's word for what had actually
happened.”

Reichert is a humble laborer in Louils
Schaffer's bone yard, and has lived in a

ramshackle house near Flemings Point |

in West Berkeley for several vears. He
swore that he and Mrs. Reichert lived
peaceably, never quarreled, and that on
the night of her death was given atten-
tion by him for several hours, he ren-
dering all the service possible to sus-
tain her.

LINCOLN, Neb., June 23.—Fraternal
| beneficiary associations conducted for
the mutual benefit of members, aceord-
