The upper court
found the complaint relating to the al-
leged forgery to be defective, Thorn-
burgh not being therein charged with
having forged the endorsement.

The check which got the officer in

trouble was for $10 and purported to
be signed by C. A. Baxter. The Crock-
er-Wbolworth Bank cashed, this check.
At the first* trial Thornburgh was sen-
tenced :to "a term of two years and a
half in the State Prison.

The securities upon which liens may
be maintained must be deposited In the
regular course of the banking business,
and they must be of the character or
class usually dealt In or deposited in
banks in the course of their usualbanking business. The debt must have
been incurred upon the faith of 'such
securities actually delivered or prom-
ised. Thi6' is the general law. The
Idaho statute says that the lien is de-
pendent upon possession by the banker
of any of his customer's property. But
the court doubts that it applies to
stocks of merchandise or of livestock
or of other cumbersome property
which cannot conveniently pass Into
actual possession of the bank, or suchas It does not usually deal In. • • •
This transfer was made to;the bank
when the bankrupt was insolvent un-
der the law, and when he was making
like transfers of his property for a like
purpose and for the purpose' of giving
these creditors a preference over the
others. But admitting that the trans-
fer was made in good faith upon the
part of the bank. It was without any
present consideration whatever, and in
that Is obnoxious to the law..

The following decisions were also
handed down by the court:

Bankers and bankrupts will be In-
terested in a decision handed down yes-
terday by United States District Judge
de Haven sitting in the United States
Circuit Courf of Appeals. .In this case
the bankrupt, Harry'Gesas, had trans-
ferred^ some of his assets, to . the Na-
tional Bank of St. Anthony in. Idaho,
and the other creditors protested.
United States District Judge Beatty of
Idaho, decided that the bank had been
treated as a preferred creditor, and the
bank appealed to the United States Cir-
cuit Court of.Appeals. r*;^ .

Judge de Haven quoted at length the
decision of Judge Beatty, and approved
of the reasoning and conclusions of the
Idaho Jurist. The following is a synop-
sis: .<|

This Is a petition to revise an order
made by the United States District
Court of Idaho affirming an order of
the referee refusing to allow as a se-
cured claim a claim filed by the bank.
The matter in issue is the construction
of section 3449, Idaho Revised Statutes:
"Abanker has a general lien, depend-
ent on possession, upon all property In
his hands belonging to a customer, for
the balaSice due to him from such cus-
tomer, in the course of his business."

JAPANESE COOMES INA
PAXIC ON THE RAILWAY

There is a war on at present in the
laundry business of Denver. Blacklist-
ing, Intimidation and flagrant viola-
tions of the State labor laws are some
of the charges which ara freely made
against the laundry proprietors by the
employes, and several lawsuits are
threatened. .- About a month ago

\u25a0Laundry Workers' Union .No. 22 wa*

organized. The union Immediately en-
countered bitter opposition from the
proprietors, who formed the Lsundry-

men's Cluh. The union's officers were
given the choice of resigning from the
union or immediate discharge. The
resignations written on the letter-

heads of the various laundries will
form the ba*ls for cults against the
proprietors for violating a State la-
bor law bearing on this matter. Other
employe* were given the alternative of
leaving the union or discharge, but the
workers have decided to stay with the

union. The employers have been un-
able to fillthe places of these, although

much advertising has been done!
Three laundries have accepted .union
conditions and will keep closed shop,
working their help tout eight hours a
day. It is stated in the unfair laun-
dries the girls are worked ten hours
and In some cases fourteen hours,

which is a direct violation of the State
law. which provides that no woman
shall work more than eight hours out

"The proposition of a fair which will
show the superior workmanship of
union labor mechanics is heartily ap-
proved by me. The idea is a grand
one. and it willdo much to further the
interests of the various union labels
now on the market. Union labor, if it
stands for anything, stands for the
best. It Is contended by the friends
of labor that union-made products are
far superior to those made by non-
union help. The proposed fair Is cer-
tainly a move in the right direction,
and the 2.000.000 workingmen in this
country will surely rally round such
an enterprise and make It a success.
Iunderstand that the products to be
displayed will not be confined to the
union manufactures of this country
alone, but will include those of other
Countries. This, if carried out. cannot
fail to be an object lesson of untold
value to the labor movement and or-
ganized labor. Yes, you can put me
down as heartily approving the pro-

. posed exposition."
Russell I. Wisler. former secretary

of the San Francisco Labor Council,

believes in giving the widest publicity
to union-made goods, and sees in the
contemplated fair a. good advertise-
ment for union-made articles. He
says:

"With reference to the proposed ex-
position of union-made and union-la-
beled goods by the American Federa-
tion of Labor. Iwillsay that the dem-
onstration will certainly show the su-
perior workmanship of such goods,

manufactured under sanitary and
healthful conditions, as compared with
th»» products manufactured in sweat-
shops or by Orienials. and will fur-
ther demonstrate to those who in thfl
past have held that union-labeled
tfoods were not superior in quality to
any other that their views are based

on false grounds. Itwilldo more than
anything else to qulat once and for air
the 'open-shop* advocates.

"Itwill do more than anything else.
outside the constant demand for union-
labeled goods. t» give impetus to the

trade-union movement of this country.

Ithas my hearty support, and willun-
doubtedly prove a great success as such
and as an educational feature to th«
public at large." '":.-

William P. McCabe, the able secre-

tary of the San Francisco Labor Coun-
cil. 1» enthusiastic over the matter, and
expressed hie view oa the proposed ex-
position as follows:

"The proposed fair contemplated by

the American Federation of Labor in
displaying only union made articles is
certainly a move In the right dlrectlcn
and meets with my hearty approval.

It will no doubt be approved by the
many millions of trades unionists of
this "and other countries. Such a fair
will clearly demonstrate that the prod-
ucts of the world.made under fair con-
dition* are far superior to those com-
ing from the nweat shops and other
unsanitary places. The fair will also
chow to those employer* who are man-
ufacturing union labeled good* that or-
ganized labor ie doing Its utmost to

educate the people to the benefits to be
derived by purchasing only such arti-
cles as bear th# label. It has ever
been the desire of unions using the label
to court Inspection and the fair willbe

the means of inviting all to make a
careful comparison between union and

non-union made articles.**

The contemplated union fair contin-
ues to be a fruitful subject for discus-
sion among trades unionists, and ev-
erywhere it is heartily Indorsed. It
will undoubtedly prove the best ad-
vertisement yet devised to get goods
bearing union labels on the market,
and anything that has that end Inview
Is welcomed by organized labor. Sev-
eral men prominent in the labor field
*<>re interviewed on the subject, and
\u25a0with one accord they all will back the
project, p. H. McCarthy, president of
the State Building Trades Council, has
this to say:

"Regarding the contemplated fair to
be held under the auspices of the
American Federation of Labor, with a
view of exhibiting the many articles
manufactured exclusively by union la-
bor, as well as superintended and guid-
ed by union employers, meets with my
hearty approval.

"Chicago has already had one such
fair in a miniature form, and It proved
a wonderful success. Isincerely hope
It -wIU go through, as Itcan, without a
hitch, and IfIt does it will bring forth
a most complete refutation of the so-
called "open shop." for the workman-
ship displayed willIndicate beyond the
peradventure of a doubt that union em-
ployers, with the aid and assistance of
union help, can turn out aod are turn-
Ing out every day better, more artistic
and serviceable workmanship than any
other shop within the boundary lines
of this or any other country.

"Inother words. It willbe the means
of bringing to a sense of their duty, a
duty they owe to themselves, their
fellow-citizens and the country at
large, those who now, due to some
prejudice or other,, oppose legitimate
organized labor.

"Union men and women throughout
the length and breadth of this country,
as well as every public-spirited, right-
minded man having to do with labor,

should co-operate in making a success
the contemplated fair."

Supervisor M. W. Coffey, president of
the Hackmen's Union, was equally out-
spoken as regards the exposition being
an educator. He said:

\u0084 The Butte Miners' Union has decided
to withdraw from the Montana State
Federation of Labor and affiliate with
the Industrial Workers of the World.
This .conclusion was reached after a
stormy session. The action wllljnvolve
the necessity of paying a deferred as-
sessment amounting to $5000 for the
union. It Is reported that unless this
assessment Is paid the' State Federa-
tion will apply to the courts for~an
Injunction.. The Milland Smeltermen'B
Union "of Butte has also left the State
Federation.

Representative Stevens and other
members of the House from Important
cities in the West and Northwest are
making an effort to Induce the Fecre-
tary of the Treasury to readjust sal-
aries of employes in public buildings.

The average wages paid at present is
about $630 a year, and the Congress-
men Interested assert that this is al-
together inadequate. They have taken
the matter up with Secretary Shaw, and
while the latter has not made a de-
cision, It Is understood that the sal-
aries in question wtll be increased if
the necessary appropriations are made
by Congress. Representative Tawney
of Minnesota, chairman of the appro-
priations committee, has been Interest-
ed In this movement, and the desired
additional money undoubtedly will be
Incorporated In one of the pending
supply bills.

More stringent laws for the protec-
tion of employes of mills and- fac-
tories in Pennsylvania are Imperative-
ly needed, is the declaration of State
Factory Inspector John C. Delaney, In
his annual report which has Just been
gent to the printer. "Beneath the roofs
of iron mills and in the yards adjoin-
ing," says Mr. Delaney, "the slaughter
of employes Is a matter of dally oc-
currence. In some of the largest of
these milla human life In and about
such establishments would appear to
be the cheapest of all raw material.
What is Imperatively needed Is a
stringent law that will make the em-
ployers responsible in damages for
deaths and all Accidents occurring to
their employes, either as the result of
negligence on tli© part of employers or
on the part of fellow-employes to
whom has been given directing or su-
pervising control."

1 of Paint-
ers' Union No. 19 will soon resume Its
meetings. Any one knowing the
whereabouts of George Duffey, a for-
mer member, will please communicate
with the union/ The local will meet at
860 McAllister street Wednesday even-
Ing. July 11. when It Is urgently re-
quested that every member be present.

By a unanimous vote the executive
board of the Western Federation of
Miners has turned down the applica-
tion of the coal miners of Ohio and
Illinois, affiliated with the United Mine
Workers of America, for admission to
the Federation. Acting Secretary Kir-
win of the Federation says that as the
Interests of the coal and metaliferous
miners are identical it Is only a ques-
tion $f time before the two organiza-
tions must consolidate. To take in the
coal miner* who have applied,' said
Secretary Kirwln. would mean a fight
between the two organizations, which
might end disastrously to one or the
other or both. For this reason the
executive board decided to await a
time when the organizations can get
together on some mutual basis.

The Massachusetts Senate has passed

to engrossmenCthe bill providing that
eight hours shaft constitute a working
day for all public employes.- An amend-
ment Introduced by a Senator to strike
out the provision which prevents a
man \u25a0working more than eight hours
if he so deeires was adopted after con-
siderable opposition.

Eleven candidates were obligated at
a recent meeting of Carpenters' Union
No. 483 and four members were admit-
ted by cards. A delegation from Car-
penters' Union No. 158, from Los An-
geles, headed by President J. H.
Hughes, paid a fraternal visit and their
speeches were well received. No. 483
will hold its n»xt meeting on Monday
at 339 Noe street. Several Important
subjects will be discussed, among them
being the sending of delegates to the
coming Niagara Falls convention, the
$2 assessment for the proposed Build-
ing Trades Council Temple and the
amalgamation proposed between the
United Brotherhood of Carpenters and
Joiners of America and the Amalga-
mated Society of. Carpenters and Join-
ers.

The cotton manufacturers of Fall
River, Mass., have granted the opera-
tives a 14 per cent Increase in wages.
About 25,000 employes are benefited.
The new scale, which will take effect
July 2, is practically the same as that
prevailing to July 1, 1904. As other
New England cotton manufacturing
centers follow the lead of Fall River as
a rule, the change is expected ulti-
mately to affect all cotton millworkers
In that section.

A street car strike i£ threatened in
Chicago. President W. D. Mahon of
the Amalgamated Association of Street
and Electric Railway Employes is on
the ground and Is in. charge of the
men's affairs. The trouble Is on the
Aurora, Elgin and Chicago "third rail"
line and it may involve the Metropoli-
tan Elevated. An agreement between
the management of the Metropolitan
and th« union is pending, or ready to
be signed, but Mr. Mahon says that un-
til the "third rail" line subscribes to
the demands of its men the Metropoli-
tan agreement 'will be held up. The
terms of the agreement submitted by
the men are: Wages for third rail
men

—
For the first six months, 25 cents

an hour; 30 cents an hour thereafter.
Ten per cent Increase for shopmen and
shedmen. In the cities of Elgin and
Aurora. ZlVz cents an hour for all
trainmen. For interurban men run-
ning between the cities of the Fox
River Valley, Aurora, Elgin, Batavla
and Geneva, 25 cents an hour. Ten per
cent Increase for all others.
