The credit^ors of Santo Domingo, not only Euro-
pean, but American, are becoming rest-
less over the accumulation of funds in
a New York bank representing more
than half of the customs collections of
the little republic for the last year.
They/ are trying to bring pressure to
bear upon the State Department to'se-
cure a distribution of these funds
among the creditors. This action .was
contemplated by the Dominican treaty,
which was left unacted upon. when the
Senate adjourned. It is quite certain
that Secretary Root will not sanction
any distribution of the fund among the
creditors until, by means of the com-
mission which he intends to appoint,
the merit of every claim is demon-
strated.

,lnterstate commerce act does not ap-
ply tb export rates and that the Dis-
trict Court ticks Jurisdiction. Particu-
lar exception Is taken to the charge

to the jury made by Judge Smith Mc-

This part of the charge referred to

a shipment of packing-house products
accepted by the railroad at a 23-cent
rate when the tariff on file with the
Interstate Commerce Commission was
thirty-fiv» cents.
