vesterday afternoon at Page

Gough streets and adopted resolutions‘

denouncing the actions of the Journey-
men Plumbers in their demand of an
increase in wages from $5 to $6 a day.
The master plumbers  fee]l that the
building interests in San Franciseo are
being made to suffer on account of
what they term the “unjust, unfair and
unreasonable demand” of the Journey-
men Plumbers.

The controversy between the master

and journeymen plumbers has reached |

no settiement. efforts of the mas-
ter plumbers to reach an agreement
with the journeymen are of no avail.

The meeting. yvesterday was held be-
hind closed doors, the journeymen be-
ing denied admission. Mueh discussion
resulted on the stand taken by P. H.
McCarthy of the Bullding Trades Coun-
c!l. by which he practically indorses the
action of the journeymen in advancing
the daily wage scale. The protest of
the Building Trades Couneil of Alameda
against the ralse of wages was re-
ceived with favor. The Alameda Coun-
cil has declared against the action of
the local plumbers’ unions and warned
all plumbers working in Alameda not
to interfere with the progress of build-
ing operations. The members re-
affirmed all previous resolutions adopt-
ed on the subject of the journeymen and
the meeting broke up with a settlement
no nearer than when It began.

The journeymen plumbers held a
largely attended meeting, yesterday aft-
ernoon at Symposium Hall, Twenty-
second and Mission streets. They de-
cided to stand by their demand for a
raise in wages. A committee from the
master plumbers called at the hall for
a conference after the journeymen's
meeting had adjourned.
