In a general way the results of the
investigations are favorable to the
manufacturers, both In the East and
in the West, but it was found that
| many of the preparations contained a
{large amount of foreign matter. Of
jone brand of potted ham preparedq by
a Western firm the report states:

“This was found to consist of a
small amount of normal muscle, con-
siderable epidermis in large pieces,
numerous blood vessels and nerves and
the salivary gland, ground into a paste.
Quality poor, the material being large-
ly scrap.”

Of another Western potted ham the
report says:

“Abundant muscle fiber, consldenble
epldermis, much granular debris, some
fat and cornmeal. Quality fair, but
inasmuch as there appears to be no
excuse for the 'presence of cornmeal,
it must be regarded as adulterated.”

A number of other products, the
Board of Health says, contain corn-
meal.

Several brands of prepared meat
were found to contain either boric acid
or borax as a preservative. Une West-
ern “chicken loaf” i{s thus described:

“Very little muscular fiber, much
connective tissue and corn. It is pre-
served with either boric acid or borax.”
