INSPECTION ORDINANCE

Professor Van Ornum of Washington
University, St. Louis, urged the asso-
ciation to confer with .architects,
builders, owners and especially Insur-
ance companies and associations re-
garding fire insurance rates. He em-
phasized that If much lower rates
could be obtained for first class con-
struction as compared to rates of in-
surance for inferior buildings, a very
important step would be gained.

An Interesting paper was presented
by L. M. Scofield and M. de Palo on
"Notes on Foundations."

Carl Uhlig, chief engineer for the
State Harbor Commission, read a pa-
per minutely describing the construc-
tion of the foundations of the ferry
building and suggested that buildings
located under similar conditions, that
is on made, ground, should be. founded
on piles with reinforced concrete slabs.

The Structural Association of San
Francisco met last night at the ferry
building. Professor C. B. Wing,' Stan-
ford University, in the chair. Profes-
sor* Soule of the University of Califor-
nia, chairman of the committee on
foundations, read a paper taking the
Claus Spreckels building as an illus-
tration of stablo foundation construc-
tion well calculated to resist earth-
quake shocks.

The Chamber of Commerce has distributed 5500 blank forms of inquiry

to merchants in this city, soliciting Information from them regarding the
dealings they have had with fire Insurance companies in the settlement of
losses.- Twenty-five hundred blank forma have been placed with fraternal
organizations for distribution. Correspondence with various fraternal organi-
zations is in progress. Five thousand copies of. a letter of , inquiry' have
been forwarded to attorneys. Twenty thousand letters in all willbe forwarded
to get Information from all available sources on the insurance subject.

Professor "Whitney of the insurance department of the University of
California, the trustees of the Chamber of Commerce, Secretary Burks of the
chamber and Insurance Commissioner Wolf are co-operating to secure all
reliable facts and data bearing upon the subject matter of insurance settle-
ments. •

Secretary Burks of the Chamber of Commerce sets forth In a letter that
it Is desirable that there should be a fair, unpartisan and accurate account
of the manner In which each fire insurance company meets its obligations
in the present' crisis, for immediate moral effect and for future reference.
Inquiries are received every; day from all parts of the United States, In
which exact :information is sought as to the companies that are meeting
their obligations ln full and also concerning those that, are discounting.

"Without .such an.Investigation," writes Secretary Burks, "It will be
impossible tojanswer these questions. So far: as is known; this Inquiry will
be the only attempt .at'obtaining fuILInformation that \u25a0 willbe made."

'

Thirty-five fire Insurance companies doing business in San Francisco
have made sworn statements in the insurance departments of New York
concerning their losses in the San Francisco fire, gross and net, and the
amounts they will receive from salvage and reinsurance.

According to these statements the gross losses of thirty-five companies

alone were $76,000,000. The net losses are but $45,000,000, which shows a
reduction to the benefit of the companies on their ledgers to the amount
of $80,000,000 from the gross aggregate.

The reinsurance money to be received by thirty-five companies is stated,

under oath, to be $12,000,000 in round figures, leaving the large sum of
$18,000,000 to be accounted for under the bookkeeping item of "salvage."

Under the terra "salvage" are described the goods that were rescued- from
the fire and also, possibly, the sums that \u25a0wily adjusters, in the case of some
companies, estimate they may be able to save from the policy-holders in
the final settlements.

More than 100 fire insurance companies were losers In San Francisco.
They will all make sworn returns. The figures published .with this article
give the first information to the public showing the condition since the flre
of the insurers. The date of making oath to the returns submitted here-
with was June 30.

The tabulation, giving the net losses and the latest figures about the
surplus to policy-holders, affords losers a chance to. come close to the
