IROUSES PISTO.

Rev. Rufus Nunn Says
San Francisco Must
Purify Its Atmosphere

A FOLK 1S NEEDED

The Rev. Rufus E. Nunn, speaking at

the Centenary Methodist Episcopal
Church last evening, said that San
Francisco, in order to regain the con-
fidence of the State at large and the
country in general, must proceed to
purify the moral atmosphere of the
city. He said, among other things:

The general accusatipns made lead
the public outside to bélieve that San
Francisco's citizens are willing to sub-
mit to any official indignity that may
be heaped upon them and at the same
time feel they are only enriching, the
few by their generous donations /sent
for the many.

The time must come when San Fran-
eisco shall have & Grand Jury with a
moral courage and disinterestedness
that will cause it to probe to the bot-
tom of these pernicious scandals.

Many things in San Francis¢o need
to be aired and aired right early, not-
ably among them the political situation
formerly mentioned from this pulpit.
There seems to be no disposition on the
part of any influential citizen to take
up the charges of graft among our offi-
cPal of misappropriation of relief
funds and the promliscuous locating of
houses of ill-fame with the apparent
congent of those in_authority in. the
heart of our city and under the eye of
our mothers and daughters.

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Colonel Kelly Obtains Uniforms
and Money for First Regiment.

Row With Z\_cijﬁt_ant Gen-
eral Lauck ,Is Settled
and Peace Is Restored

Guardsmen Will Be Paid

ALTER N. KELLY, after hav-

ing been under military arrest

for seven days and deprived

of his command, has been|

restored to the rank he held before

he offended the dignity of the adju-

tant general of the State by using lan-

guage that was construed as offensive.

He is again colonel of the First Regie
ment of Infantry, located in this city.

Both parties directly interested have

refused to say anything relative to the

incident that culminated with the ar-

rest, but this much is known: Colonel
Kelly went to Sacramento in the {n-
terest of his regiment to secure uni-
forms and to have the matter of pay
for the men .taken up 8o that there
should not be any more complaint of
delay in paying the officers and men.
The stand of the adjutant general,
which was to the effect that “there’s
nothing doing,” resulted in a show of
temper and the arrest. Last week the"
colonel went to Sacramento again, and
at a conference with the commander
in chief, Governor Pardee, Adjutant
General Lauck and Colonel Kelly the
matter was settled, the colonel re-
turned to this city and resumed his
command.

CASH AND TUNIFORMS.

Not a word would the colonel say
as to the conference, but there was a
gleam of satisfaction upon his face
indicative of victory in the cause he
had espoused, and the reason for the
gleam was no doubt occasioned by the
fact that a way had been found to
raise the money required to pay the
guardsmen and the further fact that
the adjutant general’s office will for-
ward to the First Infantry temporary
armory uniforms for.the regiment as
fast as the same can be procured.

Colonel nelly went to the State cap-
ital for a purpose-——cash and uniforms—
and cash and uniforms have been se-
cured. No wonder that there is a
gleam of -satisfaction on the face of
the colonel.

The banks that loaned the aggregate
of $85,000 with which to pay the
guarsdmen what was coming to them
are the First National, Anglo-Califor-
nian, Bank of California, San Fran-
cisco National and Wells Fargo Nevada
National, $10,000 each, and the Ameri-
can National Bank, the American Bank
and the Donohoe-Kell® Bank, $5000
each. The money was disbursed at the
regimental armory at Waller and Bu-
chanan streets yesterday by Colonel
D. A. Smith, the State disbursing agent.

Brigadier General J. A. Koster, com-
manding the second brigade of Cali-
fornia, has been granted leave of ab-
sence, and while he is away Colonel
Seymour will be in command of the
brigade.
