FOLLONS WHISKY
TRAIL TO EAD.

Wisser Says Brechemin
Has Receipts That
Clear . the Situation

Colonel John P. Wisser has finished
examining the military witnesses in
regard to the missing eight wagon-
loads of whisky and is satisfied that
the army can account for every drop
of liquor that passed through the medi-
cal supply depot.

The colonel makes a criticism of eci-
vilian doctors who were in temporary
charge of stores—those in the city
emergency service had nothing to do
with supplies—that is likely to make
him the center of a storm. He frankly
expresses the opinion that the physi-
cians first mentioned showed incom-
petency.

The colonel has questioned every man
In the medical supply and quartermas-
ter's service. These men all assert that
Colonel Brechemin was careful to se-
cure receipts when supplies were sent
out and on more than one occasion the
goods were returned to the depot be-
cause the proper person could not be
found to receipt for them. Colonel
Brechemin, who is now in New York,
has sent a duplicate list of his ra-
ceipts, which is expected to arrive any
day.

Although the authorities from the
stations and the Red Cross hospitals
have heen invited to testify, none of
them seems anxious to clear himself
or to show his receipts for goods re-
ceived or given out. As Colonel Wisser
has no authority to subpena civilians,
he has decided to make known his re-
port and then if any of the civililan
doctors wish to contradict it they will
have the privilege to do so before it is
sent to Washington

The colonel recitét ny instances
that have recently €ome to his notice
where goods of all kinds were picked
up from all parts of the city and
dumped at the rellef stations without
the slighest record being kept of them.
In several instances whole boatloads
of stuff were dumped at the Presidiq

“Under the law it is unnecessary to
show proof of hatred or malice,” sald
Assistant Distriet Attorney John
O'Gara yesterday in arguing against
the motion to dismiss the information

against Ernest Denicke, accused of
murder, “It is sufficient that the act
was done willfully with the intent to
take life and that the shooting was
deliberate.

“The crcumstances of the case show
that the defendant was entirely indif-
ferent of the rights of the deceased.
He shot him deliberately. Three times
he shot to kill, and every shot took
effect. He saw the man fall wounded,
groaning in his agony, packed up the
gun, handed it to the marine and
walked down the street, without going
to the assistance of the dying man.”

It was toward the close of an all-
day argument, touching at length on
the technical points that had been
raised by former Governor Budd in
favor of the motion that the assistant
prosecutor combated the argument that
Denicke had shot without malice in his
heart and was therefore not culpable.
He contended that Denicke had shot
the stranger delliberately and should be
brought before a jury to answer for
his act.

Assistant O'Gara sald that Mayor
Schmitz’'s proclamation afforded no
justification beyond the rights that are
prescribed by the statutes.

The prosecution will conclude fits
argument this morning and Abraham
Ruef will close for the defense.

BOLLS AT SEHOOLS
SROW STEADLY.

Total Attendance of Year
Will Be Greater Even
Than Was Expected

Increase in the enrollment of publiec
school pupils has been steady since the
opening day, and the general attend-
ance for the year is promising to be
even more than the most optimistic of
the school authorities had estimated
when studies were resumed. Out of
twenty-two schools, about one-third of
the total number, whick had sent In
reports last night, an increase of 440
pupils was noted over the number at-
tending the same schools last week.

President Altmann of the School
Board said: 3

“The increase is certainly encourag-
ing. I think it will continue until the
middle of August, anyway.

‘“People are returning to the city as
rapidly as they can find places in which
Lto live. Many are coming back in
search of homes to rent, but are unable
to find them. New houses that are be-
ing constructed will allow many of
them to find homes here in a short
time.

“Out in the northern end of the eity
the buildings are being constructed
rapidly and the number of children is
increasing steadily. The temporary
building for the Hancock School will be
completed the coming week, and that
will accommodate a large number of
children in that localjty. Several tene-
ment-houses are going up near there
and will probably be filled with families
immediately. .

“A temporary structure will be made
for the Washington Grammar School to
accommodate the pupils until the new
building is construeted. It is included
in the new bond issue. The Garfield
School will' be established on Unian
street, between Dupont and Kearny.
The Washington Jrving School will be
on Broadway, between Montgomery and
Sansome streets.. The Lafayette School.
will be moved to Greenwich street, he-
tween Filllmore and Webster.”
