ClliaVGO HELLO GIRLS
RING OFF" AM) GO OX STRIKE

SAN JOSE. Aus. 23.—The Bulletins
Trades Council of tht3 city yesterday
icalled a strike of the stonemasons, car*

-
:penters, engineers, painters and local
J hod carriers, who have been working
ion structures with the international
hod carriers and bricklayers. .

All work has been stopped except
that which the bricklayers and Inter-
national hod carriers are alone able to
accomplish. The cause of the strike Is5
rivalry between the local and Interna-
tional unions. Up to the present time
there has been plenty of work for both,
but now there Is a. slight slack and th»
local men think that the international
workmen should be discharged first.

The bricklayers, who are not mem-
bers of the Bulldinir Trades Council.;
and the international hod carriers think
otherwise.

The Buildlnsr Trades Council has sup-
ported the local union, and. as the em-
ployers seem indifferent as to which
union men they discharge belong. It
has finally resorted to this extreme
means of enforcing Its requests. Th»
bricklayers and international hod car-*
riers keep at work in spite of the ef-
forts of the BuildingTrades Council to
cut off the material.

The employers insist on discharging
whom they please. The Building Trades
Council is equally determined t& hay«
its way. As yet it te Impossible to
foretell the outcome.
