The Mexican Central officials have,
however, been complaining that they
were not being fairly treated in the
matier of throungh rates. Jilence the
plan of the foreign company to extend
its line through to Manzalinne, which
will mean more business for the com-
pany. For a time Harriman playzd a
blufiing game, but the Mexicans did
not falter in their plans, and sudddenly
realizing that his rival was in eurnest
Harriman got exceedingly busy an a
project that is golng to cost him mil-
lions of dollars and probably stir up a
bitter fight between the Southern Pa-
cific and the Mexican Central.

Part of the new route from Guaymas
southward to Torin, along the Yaqui
River, a distance of about 100 miles,
has already been completed, and the
company’'s  forces are now bending
every energy toward hastening to com-
pletion a part of the road northward
to effect connections with the Rio
Yaqui and Paclific, and southward to
Alamos, on the line to Guadalajara.

The Southern Pacific Company ex-
pects to Increase its construction force
on the extensions to between 6000 and
7000 men as soon as the Mexican Gov-
ernment sanctions the construction of
the recently surveyed lines, and it will,
under agreement with the Mexican
Government, expend considerable
money in developing the country along
the line, adopting the same methods
"tHiat were used to develop California
when the Southern Pacific and Central
Pacific first began to expand in this
State.

BANK OF ITALY TO
AAVE NEW HOME.

Ten-Story Structure to Be
Put Up at Corner of
Montgomery and Clay

The Bank of Italy, which is one of
the youngest banks in the city, having
acquired the distinguished age of
4wenty months, will within one year be
housed in one of the handsomest bank
buildings in the country.

This building will be on the south-
east corner of Montgomery and Clay
streets, will be ten stories in height,
and will cost the sum of $200,000. It is
to be a class A building in every re-
speet. There is to be no wood em-
ployed on its construction, and even
the doors will be encased in metal so
as to overcome all danger from fire.

Granite, brick, terra cotta and steel
will be used, and the
reinforced concrete. It is also the in-
tention of the bank officials to have
even the furniture in metal. A. P.
Giannini, vice president of the bank, in
speaking of the new building. said:
“We are firm believers in the future
of San Francisco, and we are all confi-
dent that the new city will be even
larger and more prosperous than the
old city that we knew. We are a young
pank. Though only twenty months old,
we are the first bank which will begin
upon a building of its own. The lot
has been cleared and the contractors
will commence on the work of boring
to see whether it is necessary to use
piling. We submitted the plans for
competition and over twenty were re-
ceived. The plan was finally awarded
to Frank T. Shea, and he expects that
we will be occupying the building in
about one year's time.

“Do not let any one run away with
the idea that there is no money in the
city. There is plenty of money here.
Why, to show you that I am speaking
the truth, I can tell you that our in-
crease has been over $500,000 since
April 18. If that does not prove that
San Francisco is in a healthy financial
condition I do not know what can
prove it.”
