ONDON, Sept. 1§, —Will Arthur
Bourchlerteecd in revolution-
izing London first night criticism
6r - will thi8 prominent actor-

manager speedily have to eat humble
pie? These are the questions that are
now being discussed with avidity in
theatrical eircleés here, and while there
is little doubt what the answers to
them will be the situation that the
manager of the Garrick has just cre-
ated is an undeniably interesting one,
especially in view of some recent hap-
penings in the United States.

Briefly the situation in question is
this, that from now on, according to
Bourchier's fixed intention, no repre-
sentative of the press will be invited
to his theater either on the first night
or durin' the first week of a new pro-
duction.  This announcement comes as
the proverbiadl bombshell on the eve
of the production of W. J. Locke's
piece, “the Morals of Marcus,” at the
Garrick, and in making it the actor-
manager of that play-house is kind
enough to explain that his motive is
two-fold. First and foremost, it seems,
his solicitude is for dramatic criticism,
which, to use his own words, he “de-
sires to save from sinking into the
obscurity of mere ‘reporting,” which the
present system of writing against time,
owing to the lateness of the hour, now
necessitates.”

MUST WAIT A WEEK.

“Apart from this,” the manager con-
tinues in the small leaflet which, in
lieu of seats, he has sent to his ac-
customed guests, “a piece is naturally
seéen under fairer advantages to play
and players after the first few perform-
ances.” So Bourchier professes his
entire willingness to receive the press
after the fateful first week has run its
coursé, and now it only remains to see
what the London newspapers propose
to do in the circumstances. Will they
ignore the new and unusually inter-
esting production at the Garrick alto-
gether, or instruct their representatives
to buy seats in the ordinary way, or
will they fall in with Bourchier's in-
genious, if somewhat paternal, scheme
and  placidly await his good pleasure
before publishing their critical esti-
mates of the piece which Mr. Locke
has made out of his successful novel,
“The Morals of Marcus Ordeyne”?

Certainly it will be bad business for
the manager of the Garrick if
néwspapers, declining to “ce-operate.”

Wisdom of the Ancients ‘
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I am the first and last President
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WIDESPREAD SCARCITY OF LABOR.

HE present scarcity of labor is by no means confined to Cali-

fornia or San Francisco. It is felt all over North America. In

Victoria, B. C., at a recent official banquet public complaint

was made of the difficulty of getting the necessary work done
and the member of Parliament representing Victoria spoke in praise
of the time before the heavy head tax had limited the importation
of Chinese coolies. We are hearing somewhat similar complaints
here and it will not be denied that the difficulties of our situation
are great. But there is another side to the question,'and this is
pointed out by the Victoria Times in these words:

And in connection with this matter of a dearth of labor it may be .well
to bear in mind that there was a time in the history of British Columbia
when there was an unlimited supply of Chinese laborers and that that
period was one of general business depression—that the scarcity com-
plained of is not confined to this province—that it is general throughout
Canada—that it may be overcome, and doubtless will be overcome in due
time, partly by the natural disposition of the surplus labor of: other and
less favora}ﬂy sitnated countries to gravitate toward the quarter in which
the demand 1s great and the rewards commensurate with the services per-
formed, and partly by the assistance the Dominion Government will give
and the governments of the provinces ought to give to overcome the diffi-
culties complained of.

High wages press har®on the meif who are compelled to under-
take emergency work, but they bring certain large advantages to
the business community, and, as the Times remarks, they tend to
correct themselves by inducing immigration of 2 desirable class of
residents.

REDUCE THE DANGER OF STREET-CAR TRAVEL.
HE dangerous overloading of the street cars is a condition
that the United Railroads must remedy. The cars get out of
hand. The brakes are not powerful enough t6 hold a car so
overloaded that people hang on the roofs and outer railings.

In the rush hours it is common to see cars stuffed with something
like 150 passengers apiece. That makes a load of about ten tons.
The consequence is that the cars get out of control on the steep
grades that are so numerous in this city. .

We' believe that the corporation can stop this overgrowding.
The practice, in fact, has been to encourage it. The strap-hanger
pays the dividends. 'That is the plea on which corporation managers
justify the outrage.
