BRICK PILES LURE
SOLDIER BOYS.

A grave problem Is facing the mili-
tary authorities in this city. Soldiers
are deserting in large numbers, and the
reason given for the increase in aban-
doning the colors Is said to be due to

the fact that employment agents do pot

hesitate to lure men from Uncle Sam
by offers of big pay for small services.

Around the Presidio gates and at the
entrance to Fort Mason and other posts

these enterprising gleaners of men may

be seen daily and heard to paint to the
$15 a month soldier the brighter side
of civilian life, as can be noticed by
working among the ruins. These agents
argue in/this style:

"Why do you want to work for the
Government and be treated like a child
for $15 a month when you can make $5
a.day for simply loading a few bricks:
on to a wagons and then you can get a
Job any day for $5 a day sitting down
and chipping the mortar off the bricks.
There Is nobody watching you and
progging you in the back with a bay-

onet to see that you keep your head
and shoulders straight.

"A soldier's lifeis a dog's life! Why,
man, you can get drunk and stay drunk
and •when you get sober you are not
marched to a guard house and then set
doing housemaids' work, cleaning: up
the grounds and tidyingup the officers'
quarters, who are never sober half the
time. Com* along and quit tho bloom-
ing life of a soldier boy."

The soldier is not "a thinking ani-
mal." He listens to the voice of the
charmer, and the first thing he does is
to desert. ItIs all very well for the
first few days. But the soldier who has
soldiered for any length of time is
childlike and bland. In other words
he is accustomed to being looked after,,
fed, clothed and nursed, and though at
first his new found liberty has its
charms he rapidly repents and starts
out, either to enlist again or go down
the path with a bottle as his com-
panion.

Army officers were perplexed as to
what they should do here. But they

found that Ifthe situation had its per-
plexities in San- Francisco it was ten
times worse when they were doing
"war stunts" by the shores of American
Lake in the State of Washington. .

As Is well known the great North-
west is. in the middle. of a full fledged
boom. Several hundred millions of dol-
lars are to be spent in that region in
railroads and other enterprises, and
men are scarce. The employment agen-
cies, who are offered big bonuses for
men. found that they had at their
hands an army to draw from.

Doing "war stunts" is not so agree-
able to the performer of "the stunt" as
the onlooker. General Fiinston was In
command of the maneuvers, which were
on a grand scale, and as one- third of
the fighting force was on the field, men
and officers were expected to distin-
guish themselves in "the play war" as
they would in tne "real game."

There were desertions by the whole-
sale. Company commanders saw their
ranks thinning,day by day.: Noncom-
missioned officers, who had only a few
months to serve, disappeared; and* men
who bad recently enlisted followed suit.

The desertions were checked, how-
ever, by allowing unusual privileges
to the men.
