The ordinance' that has been passed

to print by the Board of Supervisors

regulating the laying down and main-
tenance of spur tracks provides that
the permit granted for any spur track
shall be revocable at the pleasure of
the board. The ordinance also pro-

vides that the rail used in the con-
struction of all spur tracks shall be a
grooved rail of a standard pattern on
all paved streets, except on curves
and switches, where a suitable rail
with a guard may be used. All spur
tracks shall be laid to' conform to the
actual surface grade of the roadway
so as to cause the least obstruction to
teaming.

Every holder of a permit for a spur
track shall be required, whenever noti-
fied by the Board of Public Works, to
pave the entire length of the street
used by the tracks between the rails
and for two feet on each side thereof.

Permits shall be granted for spur
tracks only on condition that persons,
firms or corporations owning or using
property fronting thereon or owning

or using other tracks connecting there-
with shall have the right to use the
spur tracks upon paying a proportion-
ate share of the cost of construction,

maintenance and repair or upon other
terms mutually agreed upon with the
original owner.

The provisions of the ordinance shall
be applicable to all spur tracks main-
tained entirely ,on public streets, but
will not govern the maintenance of
spur tracks upon private property. No
permit for a spur track shall be grant-

ed In such a manner as to,permit the
owner or holder thereof to acquire any

exclusive rights to any portion thereof
except that portion 'immediately serv-
ing his own property or it3tenants.

The railway operating any spur track
shall.' upon :demand of persons, firms or
corporations for the use and benefit;of
which .'such track is operated, place
upon such spur track the freight cars
of any railway which has track con-
nection with the operating railway.

All carsstandlng on spur tracks shall
be loaded or unloaded within thirty-
six hours from the time they are de-
livered.

If hearts are the suit' selected. There
are;flve cards In:the suit, three honors
and one outside ;king. In the second
example, if diamonds are the suit
selected for a possible trump, the hand
willcount up;to eight. 'There are four
cards in the suit, two honors and two
outside aces and kings. Ifhearts were
iselected In this case It would still
count up to eight;

four cards in the

suit, one honor- and three outside aces
and kings. But on account of the
absence of honors in the heart suit,
and the danger of their being scored
against you, it. would not be .a good
heart ;make, and would probably pay
better as a no-trumper.

Beginners are much more apt to
make the' mistake of calling no-trumps
on a good, safe heart hand . than they
are ,to call .hearts on< a no-trumper.
Whenever you- have a hand which has
all jthe appearance of a no-trumper al-
ways stop and ask yourself if It*would
not be safer as a heart, ,and probably
just

as likely to win the game. The

Upon these cards the dealer declared

no-trumps at* the score of love-all . on
the rubber game, and lost a little slam.
The hand is much above the average In
strength, but the protection in three
suita is doubtful, and it was a very
much better heart.make. as it could be
counted .up to eleven; 5 trumps, 3
honors and 3 cutslde aces and kings.
He would have scored 16 below and 32
above at hearts, instead of losing 92
points and the rubber.

This will require a thorough under-

standing of the dealer's declarations in

trumps as well as In no-trumps.

No-trumpers can 'be roughly classi-
fied as belonging to one or other of two

species of hands: Those in:which the
strength is distributed^ambng.the suits,

and those In which one suit Is very

long and strong, but is not valuable
enough to make it the. trump. Trump

declarations are game-winning hands.
.Disregarding for the moment the in-

fluence of the score,;; this ~\practically

eliminates the black suits, which are

seldom considered valuable, enough to

make them the trump, because the game

cannot be won with:.a black make.
Some players Insist jon declaring' clubs

with five honors ln?one;hand, because
they are worth 40 points: but five hon-

ors in one suit would probably pay bet-

ter as part of a no-trumper to score be-

low the ,line than; as part of a club
make to acore above the line.

Ifthe dealer declares a black suit he
absolutely shuts out;any:possibility of
winning the game on his own deal. If
he passes the make "to- his partner

there are three better makes that dum-
my may have. and.ne;should at least
be given the .chance to;declare
thlng that may win the game, ifhe has

*Asa general principle, subject to ex-

ceptions, which wlll.be dealt, with In

In a statement just issued from the
headquarters of the International Ty-
pographical Union, officers say that the
eight-hour day has been' established
throughout the jurisdiction of that
body, and only a remnant of the mem-
bership Is now affected by the, strike,
who will,of course, be cared for until
the Typothetae recognizes the .shorter
workday. President Murphy of No. $
of New York reports that the latest
printing house in that city to come
into the eight-hour camp is the Mc-
Connell Printing Company. This com-
pany has been making a.most \deter-
mined fight against the shorter work-

. A public reception was tendered to
President Gompers of the American
Federation -of Labor the other day in
"Washington, D. C, by the Central Labor
Union of that city. President John
Mitchell was present. Stuart Reid and
Sam de Nedry, two -of the speakers
in the late Maine campaign, related
their experiences on the stump. A mu-
sical programme was provided and re-
freshments were served.

The State conrention of the New
York Bricklayers' Union, In session in
New York City last week, condemned
the use of concrete as a building ma-
terial, and appointed a committee with
full power to act to fight Its use for
building purposes, on the ground that
it is unsafe and dangerous to life and
limb. The committee will collect sta-
tistics In support of this contention and
will make recommendations regarding
some kind of legislative action on the
subject. The convention gave out the
following statement:

"Investigation has shown that con-
crete cannot stand the changes of cli-
mate in this country as well as brick
or stone, as Is shown by the frequent
collapse of buildings in Brooklyn, kill-
ingseveral persons, and we have a long
list of concrete buildings which have
collapsed. The best kind of concrete
buildings cost more than buildings of
brick.and stone, and concrete, no mat-
ter how good the quality may be. Is
more or less unreliable. The commit-
tee is likely to recommend agitation
for legislation limitingIts use to cer-
tain purposes."

The executive council of the New
York Bricklayers* Union, representing
11.000 men, has decided to demand that
bricklayers must be employed on all
concrete building work in New York
City. v.

Although the railroads of France are
specifically exempt from the operation
of the Sunday rest law. the chairmen
of the six leading railroad companies
have notified Minister of Public Works
Barthou that they have arranged to
grant, within eighteen months, fifty-
two holidays a year to their entire
staffs, numbering In all 280,000 men.
The chairmen pointed out that It was
Impossible to make this day of rest fall
on Sunday, but that It would come for
the different men in rotation. This new
system will place the railroad men on
an equality with other workmen In the
matter of holidays. -*. . . \u0084
