have one of the most modern homes
In the country. The plans were - open
to competition. Frank Shea , was the
successful competitor. Borings are be-
ing made upon the site on the south-
east corner of Clay and Montgomery
streets In order that the '- foundations
may be laid upon solid ground. The
foundations are to be constructed of
heavy ..steel* grillage, covering the en-
tire area. of lot In combination with
•olid concrete, all resting upon a series
of concrete pilingwhich willpenetrate
the softer strata of soil and sand and
descend toa depth sufficient to rest
upon the solid rock or hardpan. A
most complete and rigid type of steel
frame willrise from. these foundations
to a height of ten stories.

This frame will then be enveloped
In reinforced concrete, and the wall
spaces or panels between *• the -. steel
members will also be of reinforced
concrete construction. The first floor,
or banking frontage, willbe of Califor-
nia granite, while the upper nine-story
frontages .will be, faced up with rose-
tinted pressed brick and gray, terra
cotta. The remaining portion, includ-
ing the two upper stories, will be con-
structed and ornamented with silver-
gray tinted terra cotta. The Interior
construction of the building will be
of steel reinforced concrete, Including
all floors, walls, and partitions, while
all the inside finishes and exterior fin-
ishes, such as sash, doors, casings,
baseboards, picture-molds- and win-
dow and door frames m-111 be of re-
inforced combination sheet metal
(Kalamine iron). The desks, tables,
cases, etc., for the banking department
will also be of metal finish. No wooden
floors will be used, but the -

floors of
the bank, together with facing of all
counters, wainscoting, etc., will be^of
marble. The floor topping of the upper
stories will be on concrete covered
with cloth carpet, thereby eliminating
the ordinary wooden" flooring and
sleepers.
;The hallway of„ the floors and main

entrance willbe of marble. Part metal
grilled ornamental inclosing railings
:wlU' ornament all bank counters and
lnclosures throughout. It is intended
to make the banking-room one of the
most ornamental and beautiful in thecity, with Its marble pavement and
counters, art metal railings and heavy
plastlc and hardwood finishes, flooded
with abundance of light from the Im-
mense windows facing both streets. :
Itis also Intended to provide for and

install the first safe deposit vaults In
this section of the city in the base-
ment of the structure, with all the con-
veniences. Work will be commencedImmediately and Mnifourteen" months^ it
is intended, ifpossible, to complete the
structure. ; .

The cost of the ;building, which inground area is 60x50 aud 110 feet In
height, will*reach the sum of $200,000.
The style of architecture, In which the
entire building is to be designed. Is the
Italian renaissance, adapted to all mod-
ern and up-to-date ideas, and condi-
tions.

estate It can be readily realised that
a great building boom would follow.

There Is not the slightest necessity

for anybody having any misgivings as
to the future of the city. At one time.
It is true, buildingwas practically at a
standstill, but any person who takes
the trouble to go about the city cannot
help but see that there is a decided
change everywhere. There is hardly a
part of town in which th«e is not some
buildinggoing on. And then again the
least observing among us cannot help
noticing that the town is fast fillingup
and that there are hundreds dally com-
ing into the city, all of which means
that San Francisco Is regarded as one
of the best places in the country not
only to find work, but as a place for
the Investment of capital.

STREET CARS AXD BUILDING.
There can be no disguising the fact

that inthe rebuilding of San Francisco
the United Railroads willhave to be an
important factor. The new and greater

Ban Francisco will be a very different
city to the old San Francisco, and this
can only be accomplished If the man-
agement of the street railroad system

fulfills its promise of a better and a
faster service. . .

The tendency of the day Is to get

out of town. This is not confined solely
to the rich and the fairly well to do,

but to the mechanic. and the man wljp
-works by the day. Every real estate
man says that never before in the his-
tory of San Francisco was there such
an active Inquiry as there Is now for-
out-of-town lots. This. means that men
\u25a0who are in the receipt of fairly good

salaries are buying their own homes,

and they are looking for property

either in the Richmond district or in
the southern part of the city and
county.

The purchase of homes by people who
before the disaster lived in the great
tenement district means an entire
change in the manner of life of the
working inhabitants of San Francisco.
Before the flr« they -we're herded into
tenement-houses and the district south
of Market contained the' bulk of the
voting population. This is to be en-,

tirely changed. The tendency on the
part of the man who works for a dally
wage is now to move farther out of
town and. instead of paying rent for a
few rooms, to have hU own home. "What
docs this mean? Simply that we shall
have on the western edge of this conti-
nent the ideal citizen and the ideal city.
The curse ot all cities has been the
herding into small space of large fami-
lies. The children, deprived of the
benefits of pure air and contaminated
by bad associations, grow up to be
weaklings. Temptations are forced upon
the beads of families in.the tenement
district by the. not infrequent places of
refreshment. This willnot be the case
la the out-of-town district.

CHANGE IN OWNERSHIP. ;
V

The great drawback has been the
want of communication between the
outlying districts and the business
portion of the city, but the contention,

is made that If the United Railroads
redeems its promise as to service a
large population will be built up in
the Richmond District and also in the
eouthern part of the city, as men will
be not afraid to live out of town when
they can get quickly to their places of
employment.

With the tenement district practical-
ly wiped out there will come a great
change in the ownership of south of
Market street property. There is a big
Inquiry for large area space in this
part of town, which means that there
will be a great wholesale business
done south of Market, and the streets
which run north and south will be
lofiging-house and retail merchant
streets.

The. future of Third street as a
thoroughfare of lodging-houses and
shops has already, been noted in the
Call and Fourth street willbe a dupli-
cate of Third. F. L. Turpin, who con-
ducted the Hotel Hamilton and: also
the Royal, has taken a lease of a ho-
tel on the corner of Fourth and How-
ard and Colonel John Young, who man-. aged the Rubs House and also -the
Netherlands, will have a hotel on
Fourth. These houses willnot be what
is called a first -class house, but will
be like the old Windsor.

BOOM OX NORTH BEACH.
The gr^atert boom today is In North"

Beach property and prices have gone
poaring. The reason that real estate
men give for the «xtraordinary in-
crease In values is that the Southern
Pacific intends to put in a f«rry.sys-

tem at the foot of Van Ness avenue
and further that the United Railroads
has shown an inclination to better
its service, A piece of property which
was bought three year* ago for the
sum of $9000 is now held at close to
/20.000 and no satisfactory reason is
given for the rise in value. ItIs also
said that some wealthy people are try-
ing to buy out the smaller property

holders with the view of making the
district overlooking the ;bay--a. choice
residential quarter.' The* fact that- the

Government intends to establish head-
quarter* at Fort Mason may have
something to do with the sudden raise
in values, but as tho War Department

vrill have the transports land here, and
make Fort Mason a huge workshop
it might militate against a raise in
value for residency property, alone.
