Retall merchants are not in the best

position at the present time. They are
| confronted by two evils and neither can
| be said to be worse than the other.

{no hope for consideration at the hands
_or the insurance men, and all they can
rely on is that the owners Iot property
im the burned district will, as they put
{it, “come to their senses and ask rea-
| sonable rentals.”
| The situation is far from being pleas-
|ant. The retail dealers on Van Ness
avenue claim they are being made to
| pay an exorbitant insurance, entirely
| out of all proportion, and the insurance
| men on the other hand say that they
| are compelled to charge_at the rate of
{10 per cent because n& fire risk 1s
| great on Van Ness avenue.

An instance is quoted of a prominent
dry goods man conducting an estab-
lishment on Van Ness avenue who
during the week received an impor-
tation worth $60,000 and placed the in-
suring of these goods in the hands of
his regular insurance broker.
