cation of valuable ground. There ,, isno doubt- that a great rush will bo
made for property in the reservation,
as ithas been repeatedly predicted that
some of the most valuable mining prop-
erty would be found in the mountains
about Walker Lake. Already many men
are preparing to get to the ground in
case the conditions of the opening call
for a dead line rush, instead of a lot-
tery. It is certain that several known
value bearing lodes dip into the reser-
vation from several directions, notably
the Mason Valley Copper ledges. These
have produced a wonderful amount of
high grade copper ore and it said by
those who*have been over.the ground
that: the course of the lode is easily
traceable clear across the: reservation
to the Gillies mountains on the other
side.
