THE VISION OF INSECTS.

A notable fact about the vision of
insects, and one which it may be sup-
posed must largely influence their
view of the external world, is the num-
ber of facets, or lenses, in compound
eyes. A German naturalist, K. Leine-
mann, has been painstaking enough to
count the number of facets in the eyes
of no fewer than 150 species of beetle.
He finds that in the same species and
sex the number increases with size
of the body. There is usually no_ per-
manent difference between the sexes
as to the number ofgfacets. Occasion-
ally, however, the difference is marked,
as in the case of Lampyris splendidula,
in which the male has 2500.and the
female 300. One species is noted which
has the extraordinary number-of 24,000
facets in its eye. The number of fa-
cets is greater in the rapidly moving
active forms than in the more sluggish
species.—Philadelphia Record.

HISTORY OF THE TYPEWRITER.

“The history of the typewriter is in-
teresting,” said an inventor. “The first
patented machine was Henry Mill's.
It was as big as a bureau and made
no popular appeal. This was in Eng-
land in 1714. The first type bar ma-
chine was made in America. Its in-
ventor was A. H. Beach. The patent
was taken out in 1856. The Beach
typewriter was not practical.
practical typewriter was invented by

partners S. W. Soule and Carlos Glid-
den, but these two men became dis-
couraged and dropped out. It wasn't
until some years later that Sholes got
his machine ready for the market. Then
he took it to a hig firm of gunmakers,
the Remingtons’ and it at once began
to sell on a large scale.
