The first part of the service con-
sisted of the celebration of the mass,
the, service being rendered more im-
pressive by the wonderful music that
accompanied It. The celebrant of the
mass was Bishop Grace of Sacramento,

assisted by Very Rev. J. J. Prender-
gast arch* priest. Rev. J. E. Cottle
deacon, and Rev. M- B. Connelly sub-
deacon.

At 10 o'clock the great organ of SL
Mary's Cathedral intoned the beautiful
introduction to Mozart's Requiem.^ The
soft, flute-like tones, caressing the
vaulted dome, seemed but to intensify
the stillness of the thronging thou-
sands that had gathered from the early
morning and filled the vast building
from door to altar steps. In the gal-
lery tier upon tier of seats were filled

with dark-garbed spectators, somber
against the glowing colors of the
stained glass windows behind. The one
window back of the altar was veiled
by draperies of sheer black cloth that
obscured Its brilliancy. In front of
the altar the casket, covered with
purple velvet, stood with the white
mitre and golden crozler, emblems of
the episcopal office, resting on its cover.
Two officers of the. League of the Cross
Cadets kept their watch. The floral
emblems had been removed to make
room for the officiating clergy, but near
the casket stood a tall shepherd's crook
of pale yellow immortelles, symboliz-
ing: the spiritual shepherd's office, of
the Bishop.

With the first notes of th« music
the relatives of the late Archbishop,
the women heavily veiled In black,
came down the altar steps and took
their places in the front .pew. fol-
lowed by the Eilent sympathy of all
that were present. Then all faces
turned to the altar, where the priests
in their black cassocks and white sur-
plices, followed by acolytes in purple
robes, came and took their

'
places.

Among them were the brethren of
the religious orders, their.. rough, dark
garments contrasting with the sur-
rounding splendor. Then the Arch-
bishop, in the full regalia of his office,
took his place. With him were Bishop
Conaty of Los Angeles.
