BURY FIREMEN

BUFFALO, N. Y., Jan. 28.—Buried
under tons of ice-coated debris of the
eight-story Seneca building at 101-109

three firemen probably are dead or so
badly injured that they will die be-
fore &id can reach them.

Completion

INE jurors have been secured to try Harry K. Thaw for

the killing of Stanford White. An additional panel of
100 talesmen has been summoned. The prisoner was
greatly pleased yesterday to see all of his family together
in court, as the fact disposed of the rumor of a breach.

émiles as He Notes
Presence in Court
of Family

NEW YORK, Jan. 28.—The jurysto
try Harry K. Thaw for the killing »f
Stanford White is nearly completed.
When court adjourned this evening
there were nine men in the jury box,
one having been added during the
morning session and one just before
adjournment at 5 o'clock. It is ex-
pected that the taking of testimony
will begin Wednesday afternoon.

Fifty talesmen were examined today
and so rapidly were the remaining
members of the special panel disposed
of at the morning session that at noon
recess orders were hurried from the
court for the summoning of an addi-
tional 100 men, who are to report be-
fore Justice Fitzgerald tomorrow
morning. This will make a total of 300
men thus far summoned. Of the
original panel there remained today
only thirty-five, and it was not con-
sidered that the number would be suffi-
clent out of which to select the three

jurymen necessary to make up the
twelve.
Of the fifty men examined today,

forty-three were excused on doctors’

certificates or because they had formed |

opinions that were too strong to ba

shaken by the testimony or for various |
other reasons sufficlent to incapacitate |

a man from serving in capital cases,
Five talesmen were challenged peremp-
torily, the State leading in the exercise
of this privilege with three challenges.
TWO NEW JURORS

The two men of the fifty who provgd
acceptable to both sides were Charles
D. Newton, a retired railroad official.
who is perhaps 65 years old, and Louis
Haas, the New York representative of
a Philadelphia wholesale candy con-
cern, who is about 30 vears of age. - In
accepting the latter Mr, Jerome dwelt
for some time on the question of rea-
sonable doubt, questioning the tales-
man searchingly as to his ideas of the
difference between a partial doubt and
a possible doubt. Mr. Haas seemed to

incline to the idea that a conviction for |

murder in the first degree should be
voted only when such a doubt as one
might feel in regard to some vital issue
in his own life had been removed by
the evidence. This seemed to satisfy
the District Attorney.

District Attorney Jerome continued
today to base his examinations of the
talesmen on the belief that Thaw's law-
yvers may offer two defenses, one of
emotidnal insanity at the time of the
shooting and the other the “unwritten
law."”

All of the defendant’s family were in
court today. Mrs. Harry Thaw and her
companion, Miss Mae McKenzie, were
the first to arrive. Then came Mrs.
William Thaw, mother of the prisoner,
accompanied by her two daughters, the
Countess of Yarmouth and Mrs George
Lander Carnegie. Edward and Josiah
Thaw and Mr. Carnegle were also pres-
ent. The family sat closely grouped in
two rows of chairs just back of the
prisoner. As usual, they seldom spoke
to one another.

There was a vacant seat at Thaw's
counsel table today—the one usually
occupied by Delphin M. Delmas, the
California attorney. It was stated that
Mr. Delmas is confined to his apart-
ments by a severe cold. His law part-
ner, Henry C. McPike, was present,
along with the four other attorneys
who have the defense in hand.

THAW IS CHEERFUL

When the defendant was called into
court he appeared upon the instant.
As he passed the family group he was
greeted with smiles. He smiled broad-
ly himself and then gave a quick
glance at the reporters working at two
long tables. It is said the prisoner was
resentful yesterday when he read so
much in the Sunday papers about a re-
ported break in the relations between
his wife and his mother and sisters and
that today he was interested in the
appearance of family unity.

Interest was livened by the calling
to the stand of Charles K. Harris, the
music publisher, Distriet Attorney
Jerome said it would be hardly fair to
ask Mr. Harris to serve as a juror, for
he was Intimately acquainted with
several of the witnesses summoned by
the state. Thaw's attorneys consented
to excuse the talesman.

At the afternoon session Julius Som-
ner, a taleeman, created some amuse-
menf by arguing with District Attorney
Jerome as to the value of an opinion.

“Do you mean to say,” asked Jerome,
“that you would let the tattle or idle
gossip of the newspapers influence your
judgment as against any evidence ¥you
may hear in court?”

“Yes,” replied the talesman, “for 1
don’'t, believe that all the newspaper
print is idle gossip.”

Somner was excused.

William R. King was excused by con-
sent when his examination was half
conBluded. He was not sure in his
mind as to what constituted a reason-
able doubt

BOTH SIDES WARY

Danlel O'Keefe seemed to be a likely
juror until he was challenged by the
State. Mr. O'Keefe sald he knew of no
reason why he should not serve except
that one of his children was slighly {1l
and he would like to see his wife before
going to the jury.

“The Jjurors are allowed that privi-
lege,” sald the District Attorney. “They
are not really put in jall or placed in
cold storage.”

W. R. SBtockbridge progressed so far
in his examination that another juror
seemed probable, but at the last mo-
ment there came a peremptory chal-
lenge from the defense, making nine
so far employed by the defense. The
reason for the challenge was not given.

Four talesmen then were excused in
as many minutes. Two had doctors’
certificates and two had opinions.

The State used its eleventh peremp-
tory challenge in excusing the next
talesman, Willlam McFadden, a manu-
facturer. McFadden said he would
ilike to have strong evidence one way
or the other before making up his
mind.

The defense retaleated with a per-
emptory challenge sor D. N. Hall of
the New York Life Insurance ' Com-
pany. It is one of the odd features
of the case that every talesmen who
has given. his business as insurance
has been challenged.

DETECTIVE IN CASE

PITTSBURG, Jan. 28. — Detective
Roger O'Mara, formerty superintendent
of police, who was engaged by Harry
K. Thaw immediately following the
murder of Stanford White, will leave
this city tomorrow for New York to
attend the Thaw trial. O'Mara re-
fuses to discuss the purpose of his
trip or to confirm the report that he
will take with him eight witnesses of
importance to the aefense.

Parsistent rumors are rife that Dr.

C. C: Wiley and Dr. Henry A. Hutchin-
son, superintendent of the Western
Hospital for the Insane at Dixmont,
Pa., a suburb of this city, will leave
for New York this week, where both
of them will be called as expert wit-
nesses to prove that Harry K. Thaw
was not responsible for his act in
shooting White.

Dr. Wiley, when seen today, would
not discuss the matter.

BLAMED PRYSICIAN
FOR WIFE'S DEATH

NEW YORK, Jan. 28.—Suspected of
knowing something about the death of
Dr. Charles W. Townsend of Staten
Island, who was mysteriously mur-
dered in his home last Friday night,
the police last night arrested John
Bell, a former streetcar conductor, at
his home in Brooklyn. The suspicions
of the police were dire~ted toward Bell
by discovering that his wife died about
a year ago, after an operation attend-
ing child birth. Dr. Townsend was at-
tending the woman and had charge of
| the operation, being assisted by other
| doctors. Bell 18 reported to have
!blamed Dr. Townsend for his wife's
i death.

i Bell was formerly employed as a

conductor on a trolley line running to
Flushing, and is said to have eloped
| with a young woman who was a mem-
| ber of a family socially prominent in
| that place. Her parents objected to her
marriage, and Bell and the young wife
removed to Staten Island, where he
! found employment as a streetcar con-
ductor.

After his wife's death Bell traveled
about the country and was employed in
| S8an Francisco at the time of the big
fire. Recently hé returned to the home
of his parents in Brooklyn, where he
was arrested last night. The arrest
was made in a sensational marher. The
two detectives who took him into cus-
tody were accompanied by a squad of
policemen, who surrounded the house.
When the detectives asked for Bell
they were told he was not at home, but
| they forced their way into the house
and found him. Presenting their re- |
volvers they told him that resistance
would be useless, whereupon he sur-
rendered. He declared that Dr. Town-
send was no friend of his, but that he
| had nothing to do with his murder.

Later the commitment of Bell in the
Tombs was rescinded and he was sent

| to Staten Island. It is probable Bell
| will be taken before Mrs. Townsend for
| identification. . |
Inspector Schmittberger says his de- |
tedtives declare they can produce two|
witnesses who claim to have seen Bell |
in the vicinity of the Townsend home |
and in other parts of New Brighton
Friday ‘nlgh( and Saturday morning.

An attempt was made last night to
learn something of Bell's local history,
but all the information that could be
obtained was concérning a J. Bell, who
had been a conductor on the Powell-
street line after he returned from
military service in the Philippines. It
was said that he was married to a
girl who worked in the St. Francis
Hotel, and that he went to New York
after the earthquake, though he had
been seen here since that time, and it
was thought he was still in this city.
