stewardship of money, but of the Gospel
of Christ. Right stewardship of money
consisted not only in giving a portion
of it to the Lord, but in administering
all of it in his name. Out of twenty-

five billions of property Just seven mil-
lion were given to the evangelization of
the world.: He flayed those who con-
sider, that It is enough when they give
the' widow's mite to the church, not
remembering that the widow gave all
she had.

'
"We trained the children to

give pennies and sang about it in Sun-
day school, he said. .We had mite so-
cities and thought we were doing some-
thing great when we gave the smallest
coin we had to God. *

Rev. Mr. Dean spoke of "the great
opportunities for mission work In our
days. He told of the great awakening

in the Orient, mentioning that- InToklo
alone there were 18,000 Chinese stud-
ents, and that in one publishing house
In Shanghai there were fifty,cases of
books, mostly translations, of English
scientific books, put out daily. InChi-
nese* schools :the New Testament was
placed side by side with the ethics of
Confucius., Even Thibet was- now open
to missionaries, and indeed it was hard
to find any place in'the world where a
man could be a martyr for preaching

Christ. He criticised the indirect means
of raising, money-, by socials and as-
serted that the only way to give money

to missions was to give It directly.
Yesterday morning and evening the

visiting pastors occupied the pulpits of
the local churches.

Clergyman Draws a Lesson From "Dr.
Jekyll and Mr.Hyde" »

Rev, . William Rader; addressed the
Sunday afternoon meeting of the Young

Men's Christian Association yesterday
at the rooms 'of the organization, 1320
Geary street, drawing the Illustration
for his remarks from the uncanny story

Robert Louis Stevenson, "The

Strange Case . of "

Paul's epistle ,to the Romans, "When 'l
would do good, evil;is present with
me."

Dr. Rader pointed out that Steven-
son's fiction was a sermon on the power
of sin to transform a life. Good and
evil, he held, were inseparable in man,
intermingling\ aa the colors in the
rainbow >and that the evil in us is a
punishment inflicted.;Mr. Hyde was .
the*punishment of "Dr.7 Jekyll. In,the'
Stevenson '"\u25a0 tale the 'transformation was
made through the use. of a drug. .The
speaker declared that sin Is the force
which causes the change in man.
Beauty, he insisted, was inpurity and
morality; evil Is ugly.~

in addition to the address there was a
song service .and prayers.

In the morning Dr." Rader, spoke to
his congregation at -

the Colonial The-
ater on the life of Tolstoy, the Russian
author and philosopher, showing that
In his » youth the writer!had violated
the commandments -of jGod, but later
had, by a study of Christianity, become
a leader of spiritual force.
