Previous
to his attempt to sell the lots, which
are at Twenty-sixth and Linden and
Sixteenth and Linden streets. Bonsall
filed for rpcord two d«-eds bearing the
forged signatures of Mrs. Adelaide M.
Case and Mrs. Anna Cook, the owners
of the property by which the lots were
purported to have been transferred to
him.

Securing the receipts for the deeds
Bonsall entered into negotiations with
F. J. Taylor of the firm of Taylor

Broß. & Co.. and the latter accepted a j
contract for the sale of the two lots, j
Taylor gave Bonsall « check for $100 !
to bind the contract, out then, owingI
to the peculiar action* of the reputed
owner of the property, instituted an
investigation, which resulted In the
arrest of the alleged forger.

SEARCH SHOWS FRAUD
Taylor, after securing a contract

for the sale of the property, placed
the matter In the hands of the Stocker
& Holland Abstract Company, that a j
search might be made of the records. 1

The first thing to attract attention j
was the fact that the signatures on j
the deeds were reputed to have, been 1
acknowledged by "W. W. Williams, j
rotary public." R. B. Stocker was
unable to find any record of the ap- j

of such a notary, nor isI

there any record of such an appoint- I
ment In the office of the County Clerk, j

Suspecting tliat something' was
wrong, Taylor and Ptocker visited the
offices of Harry L. Holcotnb. the agent'
of Mrs. Case, and secured a document j
bearing her signature. When thi3
was compared with the signature on
the deed filed by'Boneall it was seen
at once that the latter was a forgery.
Taylor notified the police at once of
the attempted fraud and shortly after-
ward Stocker met Bonsall on Broad-
way. The latter -went into the office
of Kreiss & Horswill, 10T0 Broadway.
Ptocker notified Taylor of the) where-
abouts of the alleged swindler and
Bonsall was placed under arrest by
Captain of Police Petersen.

DONSAL.L. BECOMES MIXED
At the Central Police Station Bonsall

made a number of conflicting state--
menis as to his alleged purchase of the
property and after becoming badly
tangled up refused to talk further. He
refused to give any Information con-
cerning himself or to tell who "Wil-
liams." the supposed notary public,
\u25a0was or where he could be found. The
police express the belief 'that Bonsall
himself forged the acknowledgments
as well as the deeds.

When he first offered the property
to Taylor Bonsall placed a price of
$6500 dn that owned by Mrs. Case and
oJTered the lot owned by Mrs. Cook for
$3900. Taylor declares that both the
properties are worth much more than
this. H. L.Holcomb, who holds a con-
tract for the sale of the lot owned by
Mrs. Case, declared that he had never
been notified of the sale of the prop-
erty. Mrs. Case, formerly resided at
the Crellin Hotel, but come time ago
she removed to Berkeley, later going
to Los Angeles. It Is said that she
has since returned to this city and
efforts are being made to locate her.
Search is also being made for Mrs.
Cook.

STOP THE FAST SERVICE

R. E. Wells, general manager of the
Salt Lake road, was the next witness.
He knew little of \u25a0 traffic details. He
said- that his company was operating
but 250 out of a total of 3000 fruit cars
which it had .under contract from the
Armour Company, and that this car
-shortage was due to lack of motive
power. One of / the most ;important
admissions by the witness was .that the
term \u25a0-, "local"\u25a0 freight" as-; used: in-the
ninety-nine-year 'agreement between the
Harrlmarf*;, and .".Clark Interests.' by
which' the Clark\ road was bound to
maintain the same freight rates as the
Harriman* lines, meant all freight west
of the Missouri River. •

The difficulty with the Harriman in-
terests in Meadow Valley wash, as tes-
tified to yesterday by Clark, nearly re-
sulted in bloodshed between the em-
ployes of the two companies, until
finallyby mutual suggestion and unani-
mous consent, the witness testified, the
Harriman and Clark interests agreed
upon a protocol, Harriman securing' a
half Interest'in the Clark road, and the
line was built and mutually satisfac-
tory traffic arrangements made.--'

Thomas E. Gibbon, former director,

third vice president and general coun-
sel vof the Clark, road, was then called
to the^ stand. His testimony was large-
ly a repetition of the statements of
Clark yesterday. It was the intention
of Senator Clark and his associates to
build a line wholly Independent of
other railroads' running Into the South-
west. the witness said. \u25a0\u25a0. .

Fruit men testified that the growers

were making no money owing to ex-
orbitant freight rates, and that the
crops .were greatly endangered by the
car. shortage.

J. Ross Clark, brother of Senator

Clark and director of the Salt Lake,
