Ex-Congressman Is Accused
of Doing Politics at the
Expense of Members

MOVE TO EXPEL HIM

Committee May Report in
Favor of Ousting Him .
From Organization

An Investigating committee ap-
pointed by BStreet Carmen’s Union No.

The matters
complained of and which are under in-
vestigation are serious and If proven
true, Livernash will be expelled from
the organization of which up to thie
time he has been a component part.

Much secrecy I8 belng maintained
over the Investigation and the findings
of the committes will draw out a good-
ly erowd at the regular meeting next
Tuesday.

It is known that President Cornelfus
is yet loyal to the man who tried to
get the carmen something, but it is
understood that there is a growing
coldness in the ranks for the diminu-
tive ex-Congressman.

While the charges are not public
property it is known that some of
them relate to the late strike and the
position in which Livernash tried
place Grand President Mahon before
{the carmen of this city. There are
those in the union who go so far as
to say Livernash tried to use the Car-
men’s Union to injure the Mayor In
order to even up scores when Liver-
nash was defeated for Congress.

A discussion concerning funds left
over from the:donations to the street
cleaners last Sunday took place dur-
ing the session of the general com-
mittee of the women of Ban Francisco
yesterday afternoon.

She said that she
felt herself capable of administering the
money, and that it should be expended
in carting away the rubbish in China-
town. For several minutes there were
motions, counter motions, amendments
and reconsiderations that taxed the
abllity of Mrs. White as a parlilamen-
tary leader. Mrs. May was finally In-
structed to inquire of the Consul what
disposition he wished to make of the
money.

A resolution of thanks to Mrs. Lovell
White for her activity in the work was
adopted by a rising vote. A vote of
thanks also was given the press for
its generous support.

Among the interesting reports was
that of Mrs. Margaret Sheehan, whose
station at Pier No. 10 was conducted
entirely by the women of the Richmond
refugee camp. The food left over from
the feast was given to people in the
camp.
