THE striking passage in Dr.Murray Butler's charter day address
at the University of California touches right closely our troubled
state in San Francisco. .We quote: )

The United States is in sore heed today of an aristocracy of intellect
and service. Because such an aristocracy does not exist in the popular con-
sciousness we are bending the knee in worship to the golden calf of money.
The form of monarchy and its pomp offer a valuable foil to the worship of
money for itsown sake. Ademocracy must provide itself witha foilof its own,
and none is better or more effective than an aristocracy of. intellect and
service recruited from every part of our. democratic life. We ,must put
behind us the fundamental fallacy that equality is demanded by justice. The!
contrary is the case. Justice demands inequality as a conditionlof liberty
and as a means of rewarding each according to his;merits and 'deserts.

A real representative of the people is not their unreflecting: mouthpiece
or their truckling servant, altering his course to meet each shifting breeze
or puff of passion. He is rather the spokesman for their conscience, their
insight and their judgment as his own deepest and sincerest convictions
reveal them to him.

The wretched Supervisors who have confessed themselves up* to
the neck in bribes might plead the example of the wealthy and appar-
ently respectable captains of industry from whom the money came. In
a money-mad community these men were the leaders. So far as the
cheap skates on the Board of Supervisors knew the possession of
money condoned every crime. It seemed no longer a question of
right or wrong, but of the price.

Our aristocracy of intellect and service will be. found among
those who are teaching the money-mad criminals their lesson and
among those who stand behind that movement with their moral
backing. They are to be found in all conditions of life and they are
not afraid to speak out. The same movement is felt all over the
country. It is no longer a question of How much has he got? but
How did he get it? We see John D. Rockefeller trying to make
atonement and square himself by giving back the money. He has
acquired wealth beyond the dreams of avarice, but he has come to
realize that his life is not a success. He has been taught that bitter
lesson by the aristocracy of intellect and service. The work will
go on.

own breeches pocket with, suspicion. Now, the cure for this eccen-
tric complaint that torments Mr. Hill and Editor^ Harvey and his
mournful neighbors lies in a proverb, and here it is^ Too much
prosperity breeds cold feet.

San Francisco will do very well under its government by
committee. Nay more, it willpay the city to continue that organi-
zation, or something like it,not as an agency of government, but as
a means of supervision and a check. Such an agency, adequately
financed and provided with a competent special police force, under
some man like,Burns, will.keep trie city government honest. This
is a natural evolution that grows logically out of the great value of
public service franchises, which are the prime cause and motive
of municipal corruption. That corruption spreads downward to
the regular police, until they in turn need watching. The motive
power behind the present governing agency is the detective energy
that has set the wheels of justice in motion. San Francisco will
do well to keep that energy alive in case of future need. Franchises
willnot grow less valuable and the other inducements to be corrupt
will.increase as the city advances. As long as these temptations
exist we shall need a special and competent police to watch the
officialrv.

SAX
FRANCISCO is undergoing or about to undergo govern-

ment by committee. Itis not acknowledged as such, but there
is no denying the fact. Nor does there appear to be any other
way out.

"

The legal and official authority is vested in the hands
of unco'nvicted felons. The committee holds the proof and with
it the whiphand. The situation is virtually without precedent in
the history of popular government. The official machinery of the
city, almost without exception, is corrupt, and the very complete-
ness of the indictment, the universality of the corruption, puts the
situation beyond the pale of precedent, and it is for this reason
that no provision is made in the municipal organic law to correct

these unexampled conditions. The charter makers were intelligent
and painstaking, but they appear never to have imaginedjor con-
templated the possibility of «a city government rotten from top

to bottom. There is no legal means provided to cure the munici-
pal disease.

In this summary of the situation we make, of course, one
obvious exception. The District Attorney has. stood in the breach.
It is by his help that the city will be rescued from the gang of
thieves and parasites that have been gnawing at her vitals in the
hour of her sore distress. It is by his co-operation that any sort

of sane and honest government is made possible. The Call has
not supported Mr. Langdon's political aspirations, but it fully
recognizes his usefulness in this crisis. It was not his fault that he
was made the whipping boy of a grotesque political excursion.

San Francisco, therefore, willnecessarily be governed by com-
mittee until the beginning of next year. It is promised tha^ the

Supervisors and the Mayor will obey orders, because they must.
There is no occasion for the alarm expressed by a morning con-
temporary that "if the Supervisors are retained inoffice it is reason-
able to assume that we shall have to bear with the rest of the' filth."
The alarmed virtue of our contemporary may be allayed. There
will be nothing of the sort. The city government will be good,
because it dares not be otherwise.

iThe Call makes no apology for the condition here outlined. It
simply states the undeniable fact that the condition exists. It is
no longer a case of popular government in San Francisco, because
that has broken down lamentably, and there is no means to restore

it until after the coming election. In the meantime, we shall do very
well and certainly much better than we have done at any time
since Schmitz and Ruef got control. Our alarmed contemporary
is busy putting conundrums to himself, which he cannot answer,

about how the government shall be carried on. He will find the
answer here: Let him read The Call.
