In a few
minutes he slept peacefully and so
soundly that an alarm clock failed to
wake him at 6 o'clock yesterday morn-
ing.

Soeder collected some
insurance money and went to Alsace-
Lorraine, Germany, whence he coaxed
his brother-in-law, Blaise, to come to
America, giving him glowing promises
of fortunes to be made in the new land.
After their arrival in New York Soeder
attempted to insure the life of Blaise,
but failed.
