!Mott presented a comprehensive view
'of municipal conditions and needs in
his message to the City Council at the
inaugural of his second term tonight.

He urged upon the municipal legis-
lature many points for consideration

'in the way of improvements. Chief
among these was a demand for modern
municipal buildings, for the acquisition

•of a municipal garbage plant, made
possible by a recent charter/amend-
ment; for new pavements and recon-
struction of heavily traveled thorough-

(

fares, foV a continuation "of the work
of "undergrounding telephone, tele*
graph and electric lighting wires and. cables"; for the development of the
park system, for the reorganization of
the street department so that the city
should~o\vn and control cleaning, sprin-
kling and repair apparatus; for exten-
sion of street lighting service, for ad-
ditions to ,the Fire Department and for
reorganisation of the Police Depart-

ment. '.
j Mayor Mott spoke strongly upon the
questions arising over the' water front.
He urged In unequivocal terms the
position that the city should hold the
control .of the rights accorded to it
under the United States Circuit Court
of Appeals decision.

With a reference to the prosperity

and growth ot Oakland during the last

A matter that pertains to this subject is the
proposition of the opening of Washington street,
which, of course, must be taken into consider-
ation in the erection of the new buildings. The
greatly Increased traffic that centers at Four-
teenth street and Broadway congests that thor-
oughfare to the danger point. as 4lt «eems to
be. Imperatively necessary that we prorlde a

new outlet from the business section by way
of Washington' street

'
and San Pablo avenue.

Ihave finally concluded that the .most feasible
way would be \u25a0to \u25a0 open up Washington street
through the city's property and place the Hall
of Justice at the corner of what would be Fif-
teenth and Washington streets, and the City
Hall on the property bounded by Fourteenth,
Washington and San Pablo avenue. Iwould
therefore recommend that street opening pro-
ceeding* be started and that early steps be
taken toward ttie submlraiion to the people of a
proposition for the Issuance of bonds for the
erection of these buildings.
