FRENCH SAVANT TALKS
OF HISTORY OF WAGES

Says Law of Economics Is'
Stronger Than Wish

of Kings

PAY IN MIDDLE AGES

Land, Which Was Plentiful,
Bought the Toilof the

Workman*

BERKELEY. April.s.—That the law's
of economics are more powerful than
the ambitions of kings and the desires
ofsyndicates was the lesson drawn from
past history by Vlcomte Georges-
d'Avenel, the Parisian scholar and pub-
licist, who is giving a* course of lec-
tures in French at the university upon
various phases of French. .industrial
and social life. The lecturer Is re-
garded as one of the foremost authori-
ties on the Continent on economic and
political matters. 'Ho discussed social-
ism today, and after describing the at-
tempts of syndicates which op«rated
in the Middle Ages to reduce wagea
and control the markets for them-
selves declared that they really had
little, if any, effect upon the salaries
paid to employes

—
that "the laws of

economics had proved stronger than
the power of kings and the coalition
of organized interests."

The lecturer said that the history of
wages was the history of four-flfths
of a nation's people. He said, in part:

These figures hide thousands of hidden pleas-
ures and troubles, thousands of secret emotions

!of our fathers. In the Middle Ages work was
;bought, that is*to say. land wan glrra to cer-
tain parties who ehgaged to glTe their labor tn
exchange for all time. Such work as waa paid
for in money daring the Middle Ages was itr?
well remunerated, which is the car" .In all
countries where land is plentiful and men
scarce. The agriculturist earned more in the
fourteenth century than under Louts XVI and
even under Louis Philippe in the nineteenth cen-
tury. With the Increase of population salaries
decreased by one-half in the sixteenth century,
and were not raised again until modern times.

Formerly the rural day. laborers re-
ceived higher remuneration than ser-
vants.' -M. .d'Avenel showed i by va-
rious and witty examples drawn from
the complaints of the fourteenth,

fifteenth and sixtenth centuries, how-
ever, that the servants of former time3.
about whom more than one tale had
been handed down to us. were neither
better nor worse than those of our
own days, and that the fine lackeys

of ancient times voluntarily became
"purse cutters" and robbers, to bo
feared. /
