PLAN TO RID COUNTY
OF INGECTS BY AIR TUBES

Corte Madera Residents Hit
Upeon Unique Method
of Extermination

SPECIAL DISPATCH TO THE CALL.

CORTE MADERA, May 20.—The mos-
quito pest, which in the past has made,
life unbearable during the summer
months, will cease to bother residents
this season if a discoVery proves as
effective as anticipated.

For several years oil has been lib-
erally used in the swamp lands, but has
not proved entireély successful. .Re-
cently air compressors were employed
in cleaning several homes, and on a
number of occasions the men operating
the machines were obliged to stop be-
cause of clogging of the suction pipes.
Investigation developed the fact that
the pipes were stopped with insects.
Subsequent experiments have demon-
strated the feasibility of killing mil-
lions of mosquitoes by the use of com-
pressed air.

The method employed is simple. The
compressor is taken to a rendezvous of
mogquitoes and lines of hose, with large
mouthpieces, are run over the swamp.
Much better results are accompllshed!
if the work of extermination is carried
on at night. A strong light is kept
burning about the openings to attract
the insects, which appear in swarms
only te be instantly sucked through the
tubes. Gasoline is employved in killing
the mosquitoes after they have filled
the metal reservoirs. Two men in one
night can kill millions of mosquitoes.
