INTISALOON LEABUE S
ALIENATED FAOM CHURCH

Presbyterians Decide
Draw the Line Upon
Membership

COLUMBUS, 0O, May 21.—The Pres-
byterian general assembly received and
adopted a number of reports today,
including those of the board of home
missions and the board of education.
The assembly also adopted a resolution
declaring ‘that $1,000,000 was the least

sum which the churches could be asked
to give to enable the board properly to
carry its work through the coming
year.

An interesting feature of the after-
noon session was the presentation
to the assembly of Rev. W. R.
Evans, moderator of the Welch Pres-
byterian church, who annqunced that a
movement had been started in ‘that
body looking to a union with the
parent church. The announcement was
recelved with applause,

Developments in, the temperance con-
troversy aroused by the antagonism
of the antisaloon league to the inter-
chufch temperance federation came
rapidly today. The standing commit-
tee on temperance referred all the
overtures affecting the attitude of the
church league to a committee, which
decided to recommend that no minister
of the Presbyterian church. as such,
could be an officer or member of the
antisaloon league; that they could par-
ticipate in the work of that organiza-
tion only as individuals.

At the same time the standing com-
mittee on temperance received a reso-
lution asking that it define the dutles
of the permanent committee on tem-
perance.

The assembly approved the recom-
mendation for the establishmeéent of
schools at Sitka, Alaska, and Magayaz,
Porto Rico, to train native helpers,
and sanctioned a field secretary for
each.

The committee on repair and recon-
struction of churches in San Francisco
and vicinity reported that $123,000 had
been collected. The actual losses suf-
fered by Presbyterian churches on ac-
count of earthquake and fire were esti-
mated at $179,665, on which $9,670 in-
surance was collected. An appropria-
tion of 50 per cent on the net losses
has been paid. The assembly accepted
the report and appointed an advisbry
committee to raise the remainder of the
$300,000, which the assembly voted a
vear ago to contribute to the recon-
struction of the churches of San Fran-
cisco.

VALLEJO’S WORKS BOARD

VALLEJO, May 21.—It is evident
that the members of the board of pub-
lic works, of which Mayor J. J. Madi-
gan is president, will refuse to obey the
mandate of the city trustees directing
them to lay the uncompleted pipe line
and will appeal to the courts if the
trustees press the matter.

| Madigan, who has ajways opposed the
laying of the pipe, is president of the
works board, and as Commissioner
Cooper approves everything Madigan
puts to a vote there is no likellhood
that the order of the trustees will be
carried out.

CHICAGO, May 21.—The hoboes’
banquet, given by the Brotherhood
Welfare association at the Windsor
Ciifton hotel last night, was a huge
success, despite several little draw-
backs, such as the nonattendance of
Washington Flat, the toastmaster, who
Was driven out of town early in the
afternoon by the pelice, and the de-
parture of 'Philadelphia Jack and the
Dancing Kid of San Francisco. They
explained that they had to catch the
11:15 “freight.”

Dr. Ben Eitman and his aides in the
new organization had searched the
highways and byways of the city for
e representative gathering of hoboes,
bums and beggars, and they found
them. There were more than 100
present—some from the bridewell, oth-
ers from the municipal lodging house,
Hogan's flat, the New York house and
the barrel houses of West Madison
street.

Several incidents marred the occa-
sion, but no one minded. Fred the
Bum, who was down for a speech on
“Why I hang around barrel houses,™
picked up too many drinks before he|
came to the banquet and was found
under the table wheén his name was
called. “Shoestring Chase,” a pan-
handler, scandalized his fellows when
he was found improving the golden oc-
casion by passing his hat among the
hotel guests during a lull in the ban-
quet.

The crowd of hoboes created a great
deal of amusement and talk in the

hotel lobby. Crowds followed them
inte the cafe in the basement and
stood around to see them eat. Some

of the bums had collars and good
clothing, while others came just as
they lived in the lodging houses.

After a dinner as good as a group
of bankers or merchants could want,
the long program was begun. Bum
Mitt Casey interspersed the courses
with blg chews of tobacco and Fred
the Bum insisted on singing “Where Is
My Wandering Boy Tonight.”

The regular program began with a
poem by Chicago Tommy, entitled,
“The Face on the Bar Room Floer.”
It was a long poem, recited with deep
gravity, and was the story of a haebo.
Ostler Joe, who told a crowd of saloon
loafers how he had fallen, illuBtrated
his story by drawing the face of his
lost angel wife in chalk on the floor
and then falling dead.
