Andrew Gallagher, a member of the
executive committee of the San Fran-
cisco labor council, was the first speak-
er to advocate the passage of the reso-
lution to declare the franchise of the
United Railroads forfeited if it did not

vice on all of its lines at once.
."It-is a fact that cars on some of

i "0 days." said Gallagher. "The condi-

j United Railroads are acting with the
Citizens' alliance in stirring up indus-
trial-strife."

W. P. McCabe, secretary of the labour
council, spoke along similar, lines, and
was followed by Walter Macarthur, wno
said:

! the better it will be for all concerned.
!The situation is well nigh intolerable
Ius far as the street car transportation
! is concerned.
