foregone conclusion— the Southern Pa-
cific will build a new- railroad into
that section of the state.

Nominally, the purpose of this road j
willbe. to transport supplies and pas- j
Bengers to points along the line during >
the work of construction of the bis |
ditch, which .will,carry 30,000 Inches j
of water, but there is much more «f i
importance behind the railroad project.

With such a line from this city to
Owens river valley it would be possi-
ble for the Southern ,Pacific, without
the handicap of any engineering diffi-
culties, *to extend the road through the
valley, connect with the !railroad at
Carson City, broad gauge that ancient
line and connect at Reno with the main
trunk line to the east via Ogden. vTWa
would give California, or southern Cali-
fornia, another outlet across the con-
tinent, which would reduce the. dis-
tance by several hundred miles and
would eliminate the lons climb over th«
mountain grades between Sacramento
and Truckee.
