Chief Jailer E. J. Kerwin, in answer to
that charge, testified that King was
incorrigible, that he used opium and
that his general conduct and debased
morals made it necessary to keep him
away from youdg prisoners. While
Xerwin was testifying Sheriff O'Neil
sat on a chalr beside him. Attorney
O'Connell called the attention of the
court to O'Neil's position and entered
an obfection.

OR. PERRIN APPEALS
FIB AN EARLY TR

Aged Physician Indicted for
Land Frauds Eager to
Face Jury

o

Dr. Edward B. Perrin,
dicted with John A. Benson for land
frauds, made a remarkab.le plea yester-
day in the United States district court
for a speedy trial of thne case against
him, setting forth his advanced years
and the fact that his brother, Robert
Perrin, 72 years old and in bad health,
probably would die within three
months. Peter F. Dunie and Lloyd &
Wood, who appeared for Perrin, and
J. C. Campbell, representing Benson,
requesting the court to fix as early
a date as possible.

Judge de Haven said that on June 17
he would set a date for the trial which
probably would be between that date
and July 15 when the judge is to hold
court in Eureka. In support of the
request for an early trial Peter F.
Dunpe filed the following affidavit of
Dr. Perrin:

This affant has lived in Arizona and Califor-
nia for nearly 40 years last jast and is mow 68
years of age. He avers tha' he is innocent of
any violation of Jaw charged in the indictment or
otherwise and that the bringing of such indlet-
ment and the pendency of these proceedings
have cansed him gfeat mental distress and have
seriously affected his hpalth and tbat the cou-
tinued pendency of these &wﬂl nm
more - seriously affect him in h
mind, particularly in view of his advanced nm
He has from the first been exceedingly anxious
to have this case tried and disposed and bas
repeatedly in person and through his counsel re-
quested of the, United States district attorney
that he be given a hearing at the earliest pos-
sible moment, and has constantly obj cted to
any delay in the proceedings. He was met by
the objection from the United States district
attorney that the pendency of the case against
him, Hyde and others in the city of Washing-
ton and the trial of the same at that place
would necessitate the presence there of the co-
defendant of affiant herein, and that such trial
would occupy tw# months or longer and would
therefore reguire postponement of the trial of
the case at bar.

The affiant went on to state that
the postponement of the trial in Wash-
ington until the fall removed this ob-
stacle, and that the district attorney
had no further reason for delay. It
was averred, further, that affiant's
brother, Robert Perrin, was an import-
ant witness to his innocence; that
Robert was 72 years old, had been very
ill for the past vear and was likely to
die at any time; that from Dr. Perrin’s
knowledge as a physician he was con-
vinced that Robert had but a short
time to live, even under the most
favorable circumstances, and his death
within the next three meonths was
probable. He averred further that
the pendency of this case was preying
upon Robert's mind and that, there-
fore, a speedy trial was of the utmost
importance.

MAY WORK AS BAKER, BUT .,
MUST NOT QPEN A SHOP

Judge Graham Compels: Louis Vore
to Keep His Agreement With
His Former Partner

An employing baker who sells out
to his partner under an agreement
never to go into business again in the
same city may work at his trade as
a journeyman, but cannot open anothar
shop. This was the decision rendered
by -Judge Graham yesterday in the
case of E. Perrot against Louis Yore.

Perrot and Yore were partners in 1
French bakery at 3581 T'wentieth streeot
and Perrot bought out Yore. The
agreement of sale contained a t‘pula-
tion that Yore should never start an-
other bakery in San Francisco. Ac-
cording to Perrot, Yore ignored the
agreement, opened a bakery at 1340
Pterce street and devoted some of his
energy to coaxing customers away
from his old partner. Perpvot hurried
to court and obtained a temporary or-
der restraining Yore from carrying on
business. Judge Gaham heard the tes-
timony in the case yesterday and mada
Sh‘ injunction permanent.

Yore testified that he was merely an
employe of the Plerce street shop. In

deciding the case Judge Graham told
Yore that he could work as a baker
as much as he pleased, but could never
more rank as a proprietor of a bakery
in San Francisco.

DEFENDANT.IN DIVORGE

Breitenstein Explains: He

It was
not loaded, d Breitenstein explained
that he brought it with him merely be-
cause the complaint charged him with
threats to kill, and he thought it might
be called for as evidence,

Breitenstein has been married four
times. His last wife accused him of
driving her and Annie Dillon, her
daughter by a former marriage, out of
doors at the point of a pistel. He ad-
mitted a fondness for firearms and said
that he always carried a pistol, but
denied ever having threatened to use

such a weapon on elther his wife or|

stepdaughter. He was asked if he had
not used a pistol on a former wife, but
balked at the questlon and the court
ruled that he need not answer ft.

The testimony brought out that one of
the dutles of Breitenstein's last wife
was to see that his pistol was always
put in his lunch basket before he
started for work. He sald that his
wife hit.him on the head with a shoe
one night when he was putting the
stepdaughter out of doors, but this did
not lessen his affection for his fourth
helpmeet. He said to the court: “I
love her more than I love my life.”
Judge Troutt took the case under ad-
visement.

CHINESE INTERPRETERS
PREFER T0 AEMAIN HERE

Order to Break Up Their
Homes Causes Great
Consternation

The announcement made yesterday
that it was the intention of Secretary
Strauss of the department of commerce
and labor to transfer to other points all
interpreters of Chinese now in the im-
migration offices throughout the coun-
try caused intense excitement in the
custom house here. There are five Chi-
nese interpreters at this port whom the
order affects. As the majority of them
have families and have settled homes
here, the order to remove to some
other part of the United States is re-
garded as working a great hardship.

The Chinese interpreters at this
port are Rev. John Endlcott Gardner,

Joseph Gubbins, Herman Lowe, Baward
Park and B. R. Becker. i.owe and Park
are Chinese-Americans. Dr. Gardner

is an immigrant inspectot also and has
not been doing much interpreting work,
for the last six months, except when
occasion called for an interpreter of the
mandarin or official dialect of China.
He is the oldest in the service here.
It is belleved that the recent order
was promtped by suspicions of bribery
in Chinese bureaus outside of this state,
United States Immigrant Commissioner
North and Inspector Charles Mehan, In
charge of the Chinese division, said
that they had not received official noti-
fication of the proposed change.

- Miss Keating, the principal, and Mrs.
1. Fevrier, janitress of the Richmond
grammar school, appeared yesterday
before the board of education and pro-
tested against the board's action in re-
moving the fence which formerly ex-

cluded children from playgrounds after
school hours. They stated that chil-
dren living many blocks away had
learned that they might play at will in
the school yard at First and Point Lo-
bos avenues and that the little ones
were subjected to many dangers In
roaming through the building.

The chief complaint was that the
tots climbed the fire escapes and ex-
perimented with the tube intended for
the convenience of smaller children in
case of fire.

Mrs. Fevrier said that one day she
found a baby clinging to the fire es-
cape on the third floor and that the
children were so numerous that she
could not control them.

Merrick Welch, thé small son of fore-
man Henry Welch of fire engine 28,
fell from the fourth floor to the pave-
ment Sunday and lies in the French
hospital with a fractured skull.

The Woman’'s club recently induced
the board of education to take down
the fence and open the yard to the
children of the neighborhood. The
small boy's favorite pastime is to be
hoisted to the ledge of the first floor of
the building, catch his fingers in the
window casing and pull himself up so
that by a quick movement he can get a
hold on the fire escape and then climb.

When he has ascended two, three or
four stories, as he chooses, he walks
into the building through the-swinging
doors. .

Once inside he slips into the tube fire
escape into which small children are|
supposed to be shot out into the open
in case of fire. The rate of speed prop-
erly used is rather dignifled for a small
child, but the way the small vandal

the lower end.
