LOS ANGELES, June 17.—Upward of
a score of persons received slight cuts
and bruises, two locomotives were
broken to pieces and the main line of
the Salt Lake road was blocked for
many hours as a result of the head-on
collision of Son Bernardino local pas-
senger No. 15 this afternoon with a
freight train at Hobart. a small station
about three miles outside of the city
limits of Los Angeles.

The passenger train, east bound, had
the right of way, but the freight pulled
on tha track ahead of It. Both were
moving at a rapid rate when they
crashed together. The .locomotives
were demolished. Engineer Edward
Lynch of the passenger train was badly
cut and injured, but was able to go. to
a telegraph office and inform his . wife
of the accident. Fireman Smith Jumped,
receiving only sllgh.t Injuries. Con-
ductor Olsen also leaped, but failed to
get clear and was badly cut and
bruised. About a score of passengers
who were in' the first coach were in-
jured, but all.were able to make their
way to this city, where they received
treatment from various physicians.

Smith McPherson of Red Oak. lowa, in

seeking: to enforce that law.as to the
2 cent rate act; that the order hereto-
fore entered by the court enjoining the
railways from obeying that law .shall
remain in effect until June 19 next at 6
a. m., at which time rates fixed by said
act shall be put and kept in; force for
three ;months, .without prejudice to the
rights of either party, for the purpose
of ascetralning more definitely the ex-
tent that experience will show that the
rates under said act reduce or,increase
the earnings of complainants."
