XITHE forthcoming visit of Secretary Straus of the department
s of commerce to examine and inspect methods of enforcing the

J^ immigration laws at western seaports, and along the northern^
and southern frontiers is promised none too soon. It may

be stated, for instance, that the regulations for exclusion of Japanese
are wholly ineffective. Japanese coolies are coming in at the rate
of more than 2,000 a month, :mostly at points on the Canadian
frontier. A recent statement by the Washington correspondent
of the Chicago Tribune puts in a very vivid light the; inconsistent
attitude of the Japanese and their government;; in'\u25a0 this regard;

THE Southern Pacific company . owes it to its customers to
make rigorous examination of the \ charge that graft and
favoritism prevail in the forwarding and delivery of freight.
Ifit be true that a carload of freight cannot be laid down here

without a bribe paid to somebody inauthority, that is a very serious
condition for the corporation as well as for shippers. It should
be*quite obvious, on the most casual .consideration, that practices
of this sort could,not prevail without cognizance and consent -of
men high among the official force of the company. If this business;
is extensive, as has been asserted, it could' not possibly be operated I
without participation by important officials of the road.

Charges of this sort are not at all new, in railroad operation.
The mysteriously acquired fortunes of certain railroad managers i
have been the cause of wonder that might have been allayed by a
knowledge of the tariff for favors.' Again, there was a famous and
not uncommon institution that railroad men recognized under the
name of "the ghost train," that 7 never Was on schedule or time
table. The complicated business of transportation .supplies fre-
quent and large opportunities for graft. V;- *•

Itis reported that there is» a certain disinclination among the
responsible officials of the company -to push inquiries relative to
these disclosures. That is quite possible, because important people
may be concerned. It is up to the president of the road,! Mr.
Harriman, to see that justice is done as well to his stock holders
as to the shippers. But whether^ Mr^ Harriman chooses to push
the inquiry or let it.drop, neither, he nor the officials' concerned
can be permitted to stifle investigation, and the interstate commerce
commission will be asked to examine the charges. It seems clear
that the persons concerned havef been guilty of criminal acts, in
contravention of the Elkins 'law against discriminations.

THE
complaint filed by Mr. George S. Loftus of St. Paul, Minn.,

with the interstate commerce commission against the Pullman
company will result in a judicial determination of the legal
status of that corporation, which now claims to be above and

bej^ond the law
—

a sort of chartered libertine, acknowledging no
sort of control and flouting all authority or attempt at regulation.

The complaint made by Mr. Loftus is that Pullman charges
are excessive in all cases, and doubly unjust because they

-
sell

upper and lower berths at the same price. The company has filed
its answer to this complaint, and it is mainly that the interstate
commerce commission has no jurisdiction, because the Pullman com-
pany is not a common carrier, but an inn keeper and, therefore,
subject to no law from which the commission derives power.

"We had occasion to point out recently that the Pullman com-
pany charges not for time occupied but for distance traveled. If
the company is an inn keeper the just basis should be the time
of occupation. The settled policy of the company is in direct con-
tradiction to the plea of evasion made to the Loftus complaint.

The oppressive fashion in which the Pullman company" treats
its employes is notorious and furnishes another example of the
contradictory policies of the monopoly. The servants of the com-
pany are paid in proportion to the distance traveled* and no regard
is had for the time of service. When trains are delayed no allow-
ance is made for overtime. In a word, the inn keeping factor is
always ignored when it is more profitable to be a common carrier,

and is brought out only to beat a lawsuit. .

These lightning changes of legal status for purposes of evasion

or excuse for oppressive exactions willget their quietus/ one way"
or another, from the interstate commerce commission and the courts.

The Pullman company will be made to fish or cut bait, and in
the meantime, if there is any doubt as to whether the monopoly
is within the jurisdiction of the commission, congress should be
asked at its next session to enlarge the definition of common car-
riers, so that there cannot be any possible doubt that- sleeping car
companies are included. The present attitude of the Pullman com-
pany in defiance of law is intolerable.
