it is now cicarly racoguized as a great aférma-
tive and construetive power,: not limited to
composing differences bhetween state iaws and
systeme, but constitutionsliy capable of effpetive
apd fruitful development in a reglon all its
own. In some respects it may be saild to be
the greatest power lodged in the general gov-
ernment. and the possibilities of its application
are coextensive with the possibilities of the
expansion of the vast subjéct to wich it applies.

Notwithetanding the compjex sysiem of polity
which prevails in this conntry. the American
people have a complete and encire system of
government with all the powers necessary (o
deal with every subjeet and situstion. All
governmenial nuﬂmrll,v is included in one or
the other, or in both, of the two sovercignties
which constitute the American system.

The fact that the state goverminents are su-
preme in stafe affairs and the national govern-
mment supreme in national affairs does not resnlt
in the deduction taatr there are any affaous
which mayr escape govermmment centrol.

The neceesity to exercise the national power
over commerce arises largely cut of the failure
of the states to refuiate wisely great corpora-
tions created by and under the dominion of the
engaged in  inferstaie commerce.
That, fa e has led to well known abuses

This addition to the rule finds expression in
the suggestion to prohibit the interstate trans-
portetion of Innocuovs articles lagwfully made or
produced in a state for reasons not affecting in-
terstate commerce,

Let us now consider whether the regulation
of the business of producing articles which may
in whole or in part go into interstate commerca
by denying to the owper the privileges of Inter-
state commerce for reasons not affecting such
commerce, is a regulation of commerce. In other
words, is the mere production of goods commerce ?
If it is not, ther can regulate such pro-
duction within a state under the constitutional
power to regulate interstate commerce?

It would be difficuit to overstate the impor-
tance and serionsness of the question thus pre-
sented, as upon its ultimate authoritative de-
termination dapends, it may be, the autonomy of
the states in substaotially all matters of inter-
nal policy.

It is scarcely worth while to discuss the
proposition that production is not commerce.

CANNOT PROHIBIT COMMERCE

In my judgment, the power to regulate com-
merce between the stafes does not earry with
it theé power to probibit commerce, unless the
prohfbition has for its purpose the farilitation,
safety or protection of commercial intercourse,
or the accompiishiment of some other national
purpose.

1 concede that the national power to regulate
interstate commeree carries with it the right
to prohibit commerce in order to secure equality
of commercial right, or to prevent restraint of
or Interference with commerce. but not to pro-
hibit the shipment of the inocuous products of
producers within a s&fate who are pursuing A&
course sanctioned by the laws of the state and
in no wise in itself interfering with interstate
commerce.

The right to regulate their domestic affairs
is “‘secured and protected” to the states by the
tenth amendment reserving to the states re-
spectively, or to the people. the powers not
delegated to the United Statee,

The sum of the matter is this: For the pur-
pose of protecting commerce, congress msy close
itz channels to those who sre injuriously affect-
ing it, but for the purpose of enforcing a more
enlightened policy in respect to matters not
within the jurisdiction of congress, it has, no
such power.

Congress may employ such means as it chooses
to accomplish that which is within its power.
But the end to be accomplished must be within
the scope of its comsgtitutional powers. The leg-
islative discretion extends to the means and not
to the ends to be accomplished by ose of the

means.

That the congress of the United States has
no general legislative powers but only such As
nted to it by the constitution is not
