ASKS THATTHE REFUGEE
CAMPS BE ABOLISHED

BERKELEY, June 24.—The annual
summer school of the university opened
this morning with 435 students en-
rolled. The registration Isnot so large
as In otheV years, but the authorities
are confident that before many days
have passed the average registration

willbe reached. Several European sav-
ants. Including Dr. John McTaggart of
Cambridge and Professor John Adams
of London, willnot be here until to-
morrow. The remainder of the faculty
began- instruction work this 'morning.

The first open meeting of the school
was held this afternoon in Hearst hall.-
Dean C. H. Rleber presided and wel-
comed the students. Professor C. H.
Suzzalo of Stanford and Professor
Henry -Morse Stephens delivered short
addresses. Dean Rleber deprecated the
idea that culture could, be acquired
merely by sitting under the Berkeley
oaks, and urged that students attend
classes steadily and work for credits
with as much zeal as though- their ex-
aminations were for entranca _ into
higher fields. 4

Professor Suzzalo compared this sum-
mer school to the night: schools ,In
cities where students ,who have been
denied educational advantages In early
life may make up deficiencies. He de-
clared that new problems \in America
are economic and their remedies are
educational. Teachers constantly must
face new problems. The summer
school enables teachers to do this by
putting them In contact with thinkers
in varied fields. . . *

iProfessor Stephens advised" summer
school students to seek stimulus and
not to be deterred from participation in
classroom work because of fear of,ex-
aminations. ;He sympathized withthose
who dreaded examinations, and, lauded
such, because- from them "no-examina-
tion papers might be expected. He de-
clared* he loathed examination papers.
He was glad he had invented .the so-
called "auditor's ticket," which permits-
students who pay $12;to the university
to attend the summer school classes
without' undergoing jany examinations
at the end. "He believed insplration'and
stimulus, would come •to those who
."tasted" :at the .summer school, even
though they did; Dot' dip bo very deep.
In these words he eald ho believed he
spoke for President Wheeler, "one
whom we appreciate now' more thanever before because of the fear we had
that we might lose him." . V;

SAN MATEO SUPERVISORSREJECT COURTHOUSE BIDS

FRESNO NEGROSLASHES
FRIENDFROM TAHITI

:.LONDON, June 24.—Premier Camp-!
bell-Bannerman today moved his reso-
lution curtailing "the . power of the
house of lords before the fullest house
of tKe session. The galleries also were

Replying* to a question the premier
said it was not proposed that the reso-
lution should be moved In the up-
per house after Its discussion. in the
house ;of.' commons had been completed.
He emphasized the fact that the reso-
lution embodied the principle, of the
predominance of the house of commons
and said that in adopting this course
the government was following certain
historic precedents. The resolution it-
self,' even if adopted, ".would not have
the effect of law or- procure the de-
sired results. A bill would be .neces-
sary and the \government would exer-
cise-its discretion as to when it should
be introduced. \u25a0':

His majesty's ministers had decided
to test, the Opinion of the members and
make, sure that: they had the house of
commons behind them. They held the
view that the house, of commons alone
was authorized 'to express the country's
sentiments. Hedeclared that the only
course open was to recognize the con-
stitutional authority which resided in
the house of commons.

Amid ;loud ministerial cheers, the
premier protested that parliament
would .be usurped by a nonelective
house. The government proposed thatprovision should be made. for confer-
ences between jthe house of.commons
and the: house of lords where differ-
ences arose over a bill.'. Ifno agree-
ment was reached the bJHshould be
reintroduced'and cent to the house of
lords with the declaration that shoulda conference fail.to result inan amend-
ment the .house of commons would pass
the bill over the house of lords.'

AROUSES PARLIAMENT

REDWOOD CITY, June 24.—Should the
people of Palo Alto decide, as Mayor

J. F. Parkinson of the college suburb
intimated some time ago, to renounce
allegiance to Santa Clara county and
Join San Mateo. they would receive a
cheerful reception.

This county is
small in comparison with Santa Clara,
and Palo Alto Is on the extreme edge

Palo Alto, if annexed, would bring
into the local political field as entirely
new influence.
