ASTOUNDING CONDITIONS
N TENEMENT HOUSES

‘Commxttee Finds Six Hun-

dred Persons in One
Small Building

Supervisors Will Be Asked
to Prevent Unhealthful
Overcrowding

The civic committee appointed in the
last convention of the Episcopal church
has completed its investigations of the
tenement houses in this city and will

be present at the next meeting of the !
board of supervisors to urge the adop-
tion of building regulations which will

check the wide spreading evil of]
crowded apartments for the poor. i
The committee, composed of Rev.

Cecil Marrack of St. Stephen's, City
Engineer Thomas Woodward and John
Bakewell, architect, has made some as.
tounding discoveries of unsanitary, un-
wholesome and vice breeding tenemﬂntA
quarters.

“Many such places have sprung up
since the fire,” said Rev. Cecil Marrack
yvesterday. “High rents elsewhere have |
caused tenants to flock into unsanitary,
dingy places unfit for ruman beings.

“The law we propose to incorporate
with San Francisco's building regula-
tiens will provide for proper lighting,
a certain amount of privacy, plenty of
ventilation, adequate fire escapes, wider
halls and stairways and other necessi-
ties for decent home life,

“I went with J. C. Astredo of the
juvenile court to many tenements north |
and south of Market street and found !
several to be as bad as the fetid lodg-
ings in Whitechapel. In one tepement |
in North Beach we found 600 persons |
rooms, the!
Jargest of which was not mere than
about 12 feet square. In a ‘sulte’ of
three such rooms, unplastered and un-
carpeted, 14 persons lived.

“In another tenement, on a lot 30 by |
60 feet, 70 persons lived. Such a 'hmg
as privacy was impossible and the fact
that these places are multiplying calls
for municipal action.

“The committee will visit the board
Thursday afternoon and I will preaent,
the facts as we have gathered them
from personal observation.

“As long as the government exer-
cises control in the treatment of cattle
and demands that certain hygienic laws
be obeyed, I see no reason why laws
governing the housing of humans
should not be enacted.”

One of the proposed regulations is
to provide for breathing space. Each
adult is to be guaranteed 400 cubic|
feet and each child 200 cubic feet of air
in each compartment of future tene-
ment houses.

ASKS SUPERVISORS FOR
MONTHLY ALLOWANCE

Works Board Declares Employes

The board of pubHe works adopted a
resolution yesterday requesting the

The board of works wants $6,000
out of the allowance of $720,000 for
repair and cleaning of streets and
$43,756 out of the $325,080 for improve-
ments and rehabilitation of depart-
ments.
