SOLDIERS RUN AMUCK
ONEXPOSITION WARPATH

Riot Follows Attempts of
Troops to Invade
the Shows

NORFOLK, Va., July 3.—Five hun-
dred soldiers, members of the Second
South Carolina and First Kentucky
regiments, in camp at the Jamestown
exposition grounds, tonight ran amuck
here, interfered with concessionaires,
attempted to tgke possession of several
shows on the “Warpath,” and when the
Powhattan guards intervened, a riot
followed, several men being, injured.
The Injured include:

Joseph Brasher, Company G, Ken-
tucky regiment, probable fracture of
skull from blow with black jack; Pow-
hattan Guard Preas, elbow cut, fingers
on right hand dislocated and facé beat-
en; Captain Carpenter of Powhattan
guards, struck in the breast with stone;
Adjutant Garwood. Kentucky regi-
ment, and several others suffered
slight wounds. g

Earlier In the night some of the sol-
diers who had been drinking became
disorderly and were repeatedly cau-
tioned by the guards. Later, when their
number had increased to about 300, they
threw aside all constraint and pro-
ceeded to the “Warpath,” ignoring
door keepers, declining to pay admis-

sion fees and refusing to leave the
buildings when ordered out. The

RAPID PROGRESS IN
CIVILIZING FILIPINOS

Conditions Among Islanders Entirely
Different Than Those in Any
Other Colonies

The serious colonial questions apply
only to the Philippines. There we find
congitiona entirely different from those
which prevall on any other territory
under the flag. Of the seven and a half
million inhabitants, a milllon and =
half belong to the savage tribes, like
the Moros. Of the remalning six mil-
lions a large proportion “have hardly
vet emerged from barbarleam. It is
impossible now, and will be for a long
time to come, to éstablish the methods
of self governing peoples among these
crude and ignorant inhabitants. Yet
much has been done to improve the
condition of all. The Filipinos enjoy
a degree of personal protection which
they never before had. The adminis-
trative corruption which burdened and
impoverished them neo longer exists.
The native brigandage has been sub-
stantially destroyed. Justicd is hen-
estly administered, communication
vastly Improved and the economie sit-
uation greatly bettered.

As to self-government the progress
has been as rapid as it could be with a
people so little prepared for it, and
perhaps more rapid than it ought to
have been done. Autonomous munici-
pal and provincial governments have
been ordained and a national assembly
is soon to be chosen. The body of the
| electorate is small, but the Filipinos do
not complain of it. It embraces ail
who have any degree of educational or
property qualification, and at the best
it is an experiment. Throtigh the per-
versity of congress, under the influence
of selfish American interests, not every-
thing has been done for the Filipinos in
commercial opportunity which cught to
have been done; but the administrative
policy has been intelligently and hon-
estly directed to the best good of the
Reople who are our wards, and very
much has been accomplished. There is
no reason to be ashamed of the devel-
opment of our colonial policy on this
side. and increased experience !s stead-
ily bringing better results.—Philadel-
phia Press.
