While Flames Recede thc[
Flood Advances on
Grain Lands

|
TRACKS SUBMERGED !

Auxiliary Lgvec Is All That
Will Save Many Acres
of Crops ,

— 3

BAKERSFIELD, July 6.—Superin-
tendent James Ogden of the Miller &
Lux company returned from the scene
of the flood late this evening bringing
intelligence of the control of the ﬂre1
in the Temblor district and of the;
advance waters of the flood reaching|
‘the auxiliary levee at the San Emidio
road.

Until the water flowing from the
broken levee reaches the level of that
over the district, the officials will be
kept in suspense as to .the ability of
the levee to stand the local pressure
to which it will be subjected. The lake
level is 14 feet above the flood level
and it will be several days before the
intermediate is reached.

“So far,” said Superintendent Ogden,
“the auxiliary levee is standing up well,
but as to what it will do when the
pressure becomes greater is a problem
we can only guess at.”

All men have been g¢entered at this
point and every effort will be made
to prevent a bhreak and the additional
inundation of the 20,000 acres of grain
in the old Kern lake bed beyond.

Superintendent Burkhalter and Engi-
neer D'Heur of the Southern Pacific
company have returned from an in-
spection of the break in the levee >f
the sunset branch. The road will not
be in condition to‘handle traffic over
the entire route for four weeks at the
earliest. The company’'s tracks are
submerged for a distance of two miles.
As soon as the new levee is up and
the water is leveled, reducing the
pressure, heavy piles will be driven
and a powerful breakwater built.

Seven miles of the line may have to
be rebuilt. Trains are running as far
as the inundated portions of the track.
The oilmen heyond the break, however,
are without communication with the
outside world by rail. Work will be
rushed to its fullest extent, but the
oilmen will suffer severely before the
service is instituted again.

Reports today .from the Temblor
country, where an immense grass fire
is destroying many sections of the
Miller & Lux feed lands, tell of the
spread of the flames. Every man who
can be spared from the Miller & Lux
ranches is on the scene and the fighters
are now far back in the hills, where re-
sistance is difficult. The fire on the
Beale properties at Tejon was ex-
tinguished about 8 o’clock this morning
after burning over 13,000 acres. The
flames spread into the Cummings val-
where they were checked by back-
firing.

Alarmed by the many flres that have
occurred so far this season the small
cattle owners of the country will meet
July 13 for the purpose of organizing
and to discuss ways and means for
better protection.
