;T. The peace conference was decideduppn several weeks ;ago by the con-
ciliation committee, which embraceddelegates from;the^civic league or-ganized labor, and, the church federa-tion. Subsequently .the union delegates
withdrew, from the committee and the
civic league assumed :the - task of ar-ranging for the conference. •

.President Wheeler of the. University
of. California, who;is:a,director \u25a0 in•thenational civic federation, was east atthe time and he obtalne_d the authoriza-
tion and encouragement of the nationalbody,- which will probably, as a result
of the convention, ;establish a branchin this city.- As the national body set-
tled 2,200 strikes last without
