RECOMMEND A PERMIT
FOR LONG SPUR TRACK

Supervisors Favor Grant in
North Point and Beach
Streets

CONDITIONS IMPOSED

All Railroad Companies to
Have Joint Use of
the Privilege

The supervisors’ street committee re-
ported yesterday in favor of granting
the Southern Pacific company a permit
to construct and operate a long spur

| track to connect with the belt line at
| Mason and North Point streets, running

thence along North Point street to
Jones, across private property and
Montgomery avenue to Beach street
and along Beach street to Van Ness
avenue.

The committes took no action on a
second petition of the company for a
permit to lay & spur track in Beach
street from Van Ness avenue to the
Presidio, pending the action eof the
United States government on the peti-
tion of .the company for the privilege
of laying tracks in the goverument res-
ervation to connect with the track in
Beach street.

Representatives of the Merchants’
association, the chamber of commerce
and other civic organizations, includ-
ing G. Breuner, Captain 'W. Marston, O.
8. Bentley and L Jacobs, urged the com-
mittee to grant the permit in view of
the fact that the United States govern-
ment would build big docks for the
transports off the reservation, which
will be of great industrial benefit.

The committes, however, favored the
spur track only after the objectionable
section excluding other rallroad com-
panies from its use on the private prop-
erty of the Southern Pacific company
had been striken out of the ordinance.
An amendment was ordered incorpor-
ated which will come up before the
board next Monday for passage to
print.t. The amendment lmposes the
following conditions:

Provided, further, that the railroad company
operating such spur track shall upon demand
of eny persom, firm or corporation using or hav-
ing trade connection with such track place
thereon the freight cars of any railroad which
bas in the city and county track connection with
the operating raflroad, such cars so placed to be
used for the receipt and delivery of freight
in carloads only. The operating company shall
perform such switching service without undue
delay or discrimination and for the same charge

‘or rate that it charges for corresponding service
for its own cars upon the spur track for like

purpose,
