of mayor. The witness told how the
! stlectfon was madé without his knowl-

pense to himself; how he was whirled
about the ‘eity in Langdon's automo-
bile: how the old ‘Sehmitz office had
béen ransacked and the furniture re-
moved to rooms in the city hall and
finally as to his understanding of the
length of time during which he was to
officiate as mayor.

Homer 8, King, president of the Bank

of California and a director of the Pa-
cific .telephone company, was the first
| witness placed on the stand in the
{afternoon., King testified that former
| President _John 1. Sabin of the tele-
phone company died in October, 1905,
| and that from then until the election
of President Scott Glass was vice presi-
dent and general manager, and as such
would have power to expend money.

The question as t6 whether Glass
had this power in 1905 was objected to
by Delmas, &nd Heney declared he
| could not go on with the witness until
he had laid a foundation for this line
of testimony. King was excused until
Monday morning, but not until after
| he had entered a -strenuous objection.
He had planned to leave the city with
his family last night for an extended
trip and insisted that any other direc-
tor could givé the same testimony he
could. Heney refused to dismiss him
entirely and Delmas would not com-
sent to allowing the evidence to be
taken without further foundation. The
resiult was that King was ordered from
the stand under instructions to reéturn
Monday and left thé courtrdom in a
rage.

Boxton was recalled and asked a few
questions by Delmas concerning his
conversations with Halsey in the Mills
{ building, but the examination did not
go further than thig Into the detalils
{ of the story he told Thursday and he
| was dismissed without redirect exami-
nation by the state.

President Henry T. Scott of the Pa-
cific telephone company was the next
witness, Heney developed the fact that
Scott did not take up the active duties
of president until after the fire in April,
1806, and that he did hot know at the
time that the Home telephone fran-
chise application was pending. He
sald that he had not signed any checks
for the company ner authorized Halsey
or any one else to éxpend any money.
