MOTHER OF 18 VICTIM
OF GRIMINAL OPERATION

Woman 41 Years Old, Wife
of Rancher, Protects
Local Surgeon

KEEPS NAME SECRET

Mrs. Ida F. Del Monte Dies
in Sanatorium Without
Giving a Clew

OAKLAND, July 14.—Mrs. Ida F. Del
Monte, 41 years old and mother of 18
living children, died at the Bast Bay
sanatorium today from a criminal op-
eration. She was the wife of Fran-
cisco Del Monte, a wealthy rancher
living near Martinez.

A week ago Mrs. Del Monte went to
San Francisco, where the operation
was performed. She returned to Mar-
tinez, peritonitis set in and she was
\removed to the sanatorium here for
treatment. Dr, J, M. Shannon, Wwho
was called, learned at once the cause
of the woman’'s condition and at-
tempted to get a statement from her.
She admitted to him that she had been
eriminally operated upon, that the op-
eration had been performed in San
Francisco, but refused to divulge the
operating physician's name.

RAILROAD  POLICEMAN
TERRORIZES CHINATOWN

Ephriam Graham Attempts
to Shoot Up Celestial
Quarters

WINDS UP IN PRISON

After Grabbing Boy’s Hat,
He Startles the Entire
Neighborhood

OAKLAND, July 14.—State Railroad
Policeman Ephraim Graham ran amuck
in Chinatown this afternoon, driving
frightened boys and men helter skelter
by his pistol flourishing and target
practice. Not until he had fired a shot
at one inoffensive Chinese pedestrian
was Graham’s riotous conduct checked
by the arrival of Policeman Nedder-
man. He disarmed the wild rallroad
man and sent him to the city prison.

Graham started things by grabbing
the hat from Thomas Chew’'s head.
Chew, a Chinese boy of 14 years, living
at 7562 Webster street, was walking
along Webster street near Seventh
with Elliott Lee, 15 years old, who
lives in Portsmouth squaré, San Fran-
cisco. Along came Graham on the
rampage. Chew recovered his hat and
Graham pulled his revolver., Chew ran
into a house at Eighth and Webster
streets and barricaded himself in a
schoolroom.

Graham pursued the boy and tried to
break down a door, when a Chinese
adult bappened along. The railroad
officer turned his attention to the new
comer, who fled with a bullet from
Graham's revolver after him. The
fleeing man was unhurt.

Graham was charged with drunken-
ness and shooting within the city lim-
its. The Chinese at whom he shot
could not be foupnd.

BERKELEY SCIENTIST T0
WAR ON IMPUBE FOOD

Dr. Jaffa Chosen by State
Health Board as Its
Laboratory Head

BERKELEY, July 14.—Professor M.
E. Jaffa, the nutrition expert of the
state university, whose experiments
and researches have given him national
fame, is to leave the university and
enter the service of the state as di-
rector of the food laboratory of the
state board of health. He will be
chemist for the state board and ana-
lyze suspected food products. His sal-
ary will be $3,000 a year.

The state board of health appointeld
Professor Jaffa to his new position at
a meeting in Sacramento. The news
of the appointment was received today
by Jaffa in a letter from Dr. N. K.
Foster, secretary of the board eof
health.

Dr. Jaffa graduated from the uni-
versity in 1880. He has been a member
of the faculty for about 10 years. He
has served the United States govern-
ment, while doing an instructor’s work
at the college of agriculture, the au-
thorities at Washington having printed
a number of bulletins from him relat-
ing to experiments with foods.

Five years ago Jaffa experimented
with a number of university students
who ate fruits and nuts under his di-
rection to determine the nutritive value
of California fruits an® nuts. The ex-
periments provided a striking argu-
ment for the Caiifornia products, show-
ing them to be of splendid nutritive
value.

The government printed Dr. Jaffa’s
bulletin on the subject and the docu-
ment attracted much attention, serving
incidentally to place Dr. Jaffa in the
front rank of American scientists who
have specialized in the study of nu-
trition problems.

Professor Jaffa's headquarters will
remain in Berkeley. His new position
was created by the last legislature, and
as Dr. Jaffa is to be the pioneer in the
new line of work to be undertaken
by the state board of health he will
be accorded unusual liberty and privi-
leges, one of the latter being his choice
of location. Jaffa has chosen Berkeley,
where his home has been for many
years.

ROYAL CHINESE IN SAN
QUENTIN FOR 36 YEARS

Release of Ah Dune Brings
to Light Queer Story
of Kidnaping

KEEPS TALE HIDDEN

Celestial, Convicted Slayer,
Held Life History a
Prison Secret

SAN QUENTIN, July 14.—One of the
most remarkable stories ever told of

San Quentin state prison, has been
brought to light through the decision
of the state board of prison directors
to parole Ah Dune, a Chinese serving
a life sentence for murder committed
in Tulare county.

Disclosures made after the disaster
of last year showed that Ah Dune is
the scion of a semiroyal family of
China.

According to Woh Foo, who, in ecam-
pany with other Chinese, were here
to arrange for Ah Dune's release, he
was stolen when a child and taken to
London by an Englishman named Hun-
ter, who was engaged in the tea ser-
vice.

Hunter educated the boy and _ upon
his death left a considerable sum feor
his maintenance. Later Ah Dune,
whose identity practically had become
lost, came to the United States and
for some time engaged with Chester
A. Rothering of Boston in preparing a
Chinese text book. .

Rothering, while Ah Dune was on
the Pacific coast, was stricken with
fever and died. Ah Dune was unable
to communicate with his friends and
finally found himself penniless.

A drunken brawl years ago—so long
ago that the prison records give but
meager information—resulted in Ah
Dune’'s being tried for murder. He
was convicted, and on circumstantial
evidence sentenced to life imprison-
ment. More than 36 years have
elapsed since his imprisonment heres,
and it was by the merest chance that
his identity was established.

Three years ago a Chinese who had
been imprisonéd here was released.
He carried word back to a tong in the
city that Ah Dune was of royal blood
by virtue of a peculiar mark on Ah
Dune's head.

Because of his long confinement Ah
Dune is incapacitated for work and
will be taken care of by Chinese in
San Francisco.

TOURING CAR 13 WRECKED

BY NORTH SHORE TRAIN

H. Hall and His Friends
of This City Have a

Narrow Escape

SAN ANSELMO, July 14—A Winton
touring car, belonging to H. Hall of
San Francisco, was practically demol-
ished here today by being struck by
a North Shore train at the Linda Vista
crossing. Hall and the two friends
who were with him in the car were
fortunate enough to escape without in-

jury.

Hall blames the railroad company for
the accident, which, he says, was due
to theéir negligence. There were some
evewitnsses who claimed that the com-
pany was in no way responsible, but
that Hall was unable to move his ma-
chine and that he called to his fellow
passengers to jump, which they
leaving the automobile to its fate.

ELKS THRONG THE CITY
OF BROTHERLY LOVE

More Than 20,000 Lodgemen
Already Registered in
Philadelphia

PHILADELPHIA, July 14—Members
of the Benevolent Protective Order of
Elks swarmed this city tonight and the
streets were filled with visitors. Though
the grand lodge convention and annual
reunion will not be under way until
tomorrow, upward of 20,000 Elks have
enrolled their names at the official reg-
{stration bureau since Saturday. As a
preliminary to the convention the Phil-
adelphia Elks held a reception at their
home today. Many of the visitors were
taken on sight seeing tours.

The convention will be opened form-
ally tomorrow night, when the visitors
will be welcomed by Mayor Reybourne.
The first grand lodge business session
will be begun at 11 o'clock on Tuesday.
Other sessions will be held on Thursday
and Friday.

There will be a parade of massed
bands on Wednesday morning and the
parade of lodges will take place Thurs-
day night. It is estimated that from
20,000 to 30,000 Elks will be in the pro-
cession.

The naw constitution of the organiza-
tion, adopted at the last annual ses-
sion of the grand lodge, will go into
effect on Tuesday and under it some
important questions will be brought up
for consideration at the present session.

The discarding of the elk’s tooth as
an emblem of the order, though it has
never been an official emblem, is one
of the important questions that will
be taken up. The destruction of the
elks to procure the teeth and the foist-
ing of cheap imitation elks’ teeth upon
new members of the fraternity at ex-
cessive prices are among the causes
that have led to the agitation.

The election of delegates will be con-
ducted for the first time under a new
system. Lodges of the even numbers
will in the future elect delegates in
the even years and lodges of the odd
numbers in the odd years, so that dele-
gates will be elected for two years,
whereas in the past they have been
elected each year.

Another problem that will be brought
up for discussion is that relating to
the colored Elks. The Elks object to
the colored organizations styling them-
selves “Elks” and will take steps to
protect the name in court if necessary.

Under the new constitution the Elks
will have a court before which they can
settle their difficulties. Should there
be no hitch, five justices will be elected
to the court, which will be known as
the “grand forum.™

During the entire week of the eh
vention there will be special entertain-
ments and excursions for the visitors.
Everything will be free tc members
of the fraternity.

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EXCITING EVENTS FELT
ON NEW YORK "CHANGE

Speculators Keenly Feel the
Effect of Mild Finan-
cial Panic

PARIS DEMANDS GOLD

French and English Banks
Upset by Failures
of the Crops

NEW YORK, July 14.—The week just
closed was marked by the occurrence
of several events which together com-
stituted something like a crisis in
finanelal affairs and the consequence
was an upset of the organized specula-
tive movement for a rise in prices.

The market campalgn was conducted
in a flamboyant style and by methods
of newspaper advertising, which kept
it open to suspicions of artificial
manipulation to lift prices in the mar-
ket. The incident.of the failure of
the New York city bond offering pre-
vious to the 1st of July dashed the
confldence in the early awakening' of
investment demand, The convergence
of some extraordinary demands on the
money market during the second week
of July also gave warning of difficul-
ties to be encountered in the carrying
out of the speculative campaign. Theso
warnings were disregarded, however,
and the market operations of the sup-
port and advancement eof prices were),
carried on up to the very threshold of
the requirements of July 10 on bank-
ing resources.

UNCLE SAM DRAWS FUNDS

At that point there was an abrupt
relapse, which served to dash the
speculative interest in the market and
to throw it back into a condition of
dullness and feeble and undertain fluc-
tuations. While the meeting of the
July 10 requirements had this unset-
tled effe€t on the market commitments,
previously made, the passtug of that
date is viewed with relief as the pass-
ing of a crisis is no longer in prospect.

The known econdition of the New
York clearing house banks the pre-
vious week made it evident that the
events of last week must strain the
available resources. It was not a sur-
prise that the matured government
bonds were slow in appearing for re-
demption, and, in fact, up to this time
less than half of the $36,000,000
outstanding at the time of maturity
has been presented for redemption,
The withdrawal of $30,000,000 of gov-
ernment deposits from the banks on
July 10 was only partly offset, there-
fore, by the redemption operations.
