MANY ACCIDENTS END
N INJURY O WOMAN

Collision at Powell and Sut-
ter Streets Attended by
-Probable Fatality

Accidents pillng one upon the other
would have made a comedy yesterday
but for a probabie fatality which at-
tended them. A broken trolley pole, &
runaway Sutter street car with no air
for its brakes, a collision at Sutter and
Powell streets, the subsequent running
away of the Powell street car minus
its gripman and with the grip attached
to the cable, culminating in serious
injury to an aged woman, Mrs. Ellen
McDermott of 2510 Channing way,
Berkeley. Injury to more people was
averted by the derallment of the run-
away cable car two blocks down the
hill from its starting point.

The power on the Sutter street line
was shut off for more than two hours
vesterday afternoon while workmen
repaired a tralley pole.

Car 1668 stood at the top of the in-
cline above Powell street all this time,
until the air in its reservoir had given
out, allowing the car to roll back
down the hill. The motorman was
powerless to stop it, his alr brakes
being useless, and he immediately
jumped. Car 502 of the Powell street
cable line was crossing Sutter street
just at the time the electric car was
gaining good headway at that point,
and the two cars came together with a
crash.

The gripman on the cable car, In the
excitement, failed to release his cable
clutch, and the grip ,in the slot kept
Af this time the
electric power was turned on and, the
controller of the Sutter street car be-
ing open, the car backed away from
the car it had struck. The latter on
being released darted away down the
hill, the clutch still holding to the
cable and jammed down to the highest
speed. Meanwhile the gripman had
alighted to view the wreakage from
the ground and Mrs. McDermott, who
had been riding inside the cable car,
had got as far as the steps on her way
out. In jumping after the car had again
started up, her clothing was caught on
a jagged plece of the wrecked side of
the car and she was dragged for al-
most a block.

The career of the runaway was
brought to a stop by a workman in
front of a building who threw a plank
across the ralls. Mrs. McDermott was
the only passenger. She was picked
up unconscious and carried to the re-
ceiving hospital, where she was treated
for a broken arm, abrasions and
bruises, shock and concussion of the
brain. She is 70 years old and may
not recover.

SUCCESSFUL OPERATION
PERFORMED ON O. A. HALE

Well Known Businessman Undergoes
Ordeal at Hahnemann Hospital
Without Serious Effects

O. A. Hale, a member of the firm of
Hale Brothers and one of the best
known businessmen of the city, was
operated on for appendicitis by Dr.

Lumbermen Appeal to Harbor Board |E
for a New Schedule of Tolls

Representatives of the lumbermen's

assoclation appeared before the harbor

commissioners yesterday at the regular
meeting of the board to protest against

the enforcement of the toll charge on
lumber left on a wharf for more than
48 hours. In the past some of the
lumbermen have been allowed to use
the wharvee as lumberyards. Wharf
space is now more valuable than ever
before and for the purpose of making
the available space go as far as pos-
sible the rule limiting the time that
any freight may rema:n on stgte prop-
erty has been enforced for all shippers.
After 48 hours freight so remaining
will be wamehoused at the expense of
the owner. In the case of the lumber-
men the commissioners feel that to per-
mit certain firms to use state property
for lumberyard purposes would inflict
a hardship on thelr business competi-
tors who malintain yards at their own
expense.

The lumbermen have been the Toudest
protestants against the enforcement of
this rule. In stating the lumbermen’'s
case yesterday N. A. Harris, president
of the association, szid:

“We do not want to create the im-
pression that we are antagonistic to
this board.”

President Stafford interrupted him
with: “This board wants to go on
record now as being antagonistic to |

nobody, but for the benefit of Mr. Har- ;

ris I will say that anybody that feels
like being antagonistic will find thls
board not disposed to back away.”

It was finally agreed that the lumber-
men should submit to the board next
Monday a schedule of tolls that they
would consider falr., The board will
consider this schedule at an informal
meeting to be held at noon on Tuesday.

The contract for building a shed over
section 2 of the seawall was awarded
to the American construction company.

Out of Frying Pan Inte Fire

When Chief Officer John Dohrn of
the Kosmos liner Anubis returns to
Hamburg he will have an interesting
story to tell of the ways of the San
Francisco police department. Dohrn
visited friends in the Mission Sunday
evening and lingered with them until
after midnight, when he started for his

ship, where his duty required his pres-

ence at 6 o'clock in the morning. At
Seventeenth and Mission streets, un-
certain of his way, he inquired of a
passing pedestrian the direction he
should take to reach Market street.
The passing pedestrian furnished the
information. As Dohrn started away
his informant pulled from under his
coat a section of rubber pipe with
which he struck the mariner across the
mouth. Dohrn saw thé blow coming
and threw up his hand as a guard. The
pipe was stuffed, and in addition to
a split lip Dohrn is now nursing a
sprained wrist.

But the worst was  yet to come.
Dohrn avoided further attention at the
hands of the footpad by running away.
He ran until he saw a policeman. He
told the policemian that he had been
assaulted and pointed the direction in
which the footpad had disappeared.

“Come with me, we'll get him,” sald
the cop. The guardian of the peace led
the bleeding Teuton to a call box,
telephoned for a patrol wagon and sent
him to the Seventeenth street station
as a “drunk.” At 4 o'clock in the morn-
ing Dohrn wag transferred to the cen-
tral station, and ‘until about 9 o’clock
was kept in a cell with drunks,
vagrants and other human derelicts.

He was turned loose at 9 o'clock, and
all the satisfaction he got, he says, was
the information that the man to whom
he had appealed for help was probably
a special policeman. Dohrn is Indig-
nant, but not having a Japanese sense
of dignity has no intention of troub-
1ing the German embassy at Washing-
ton with his tale of woe.

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TELEGRAPHERS DEMAND
RECOGATTIN OF LNOK

Refuse Compromise Offer
Repudiated Later by Pres-
ident Clowry
LEADERS UNDER FIRE
Find It Hard to Check the
Growing Dissatisfaction
of Strikers

Yesterday's developments in the
strike of the telegraphers were the
refusal of the keymen to accept a com-
promise said to have been offered to
them by the Western Union and Postal
telegraph companies, further expres-
sionis by members of the union of dis-
satisfaction over the course of the east«
ern eéxecutive officers and the final de-
cision of the strikers to accept no com-
promisée that dld net include absolute
recognfition of the commercial teleg-
raphers’ union.

From Chicago and New York advices
of importance were received at the
meeting of the telegraphers in Oak-

land. It was reported officially that a
strike vote would be taken in Chicago
Sunday and passed upon by the na-
tional board next Tuesday. Efforts by
some of théa eastern officials to hold off
ines meeting In Chicago until the ar-
rival of the executive board now here
were futile. The Chicago members of
thHe union want to strike at once to aid
the strikers here, who, they say, have
been unsupported too long.

E. J. Nally, vice president of the
Postal, with headquarters in New York,
notified Superintendent Storror in this
city that he was at liberty to re-
engage all the telegraphers who had
gone out on strike if they would make
individual application for work. The
men would have to promise to cease
agitating for unlonism. Nally claimed
he took this action at United States
Labor Commissioner Neill's request,

The compromise said to have been
offered the strikers through the na-
tional exeeutive committee provided
that, should the men réturn to work at
once as individuals, they would be
given as individuals a ralse of 25 per
cent in thelr pay. It provided also, it is
claimed, that some of the strikers more
active In the fight than the rest would
not be given work. The offer was voted
down unanimously. As soon as news of
this action was wired east President
R. C. Clowry of the Western Union de-
nied emphatically that any advance in
salaries had been promised the strikers.

Superintendent I. N. Miller Jr. n
Oakland also denied that any conces-
slons had been offered the union.

“We stand just where we did the day
the strike was called,” he sald.

The growing feeling of the men

as | against S. J. Konenkamp, deputy presi-

dent, and M. J. Reildy and J. M. Sul-
livan, national executive officers, is be-
ing held in check with great difficulty
by President Samuel J. Small, who re-
iterates that the fight will yet be won,
and urges the men to remain Iin ae-
cord with one another and present a
solid front. President Small said his
plans to leave for Chicago at once were
delayed, but not changed.

“I expect to leave in a few days™
he said, “but not until every effort has
been made to settle the fight here.”
