Tne San Franciseo Civie Better~
ment federation made its first ap-
peai to the publicggat the Chris-
tian Endeavor rall held in the
First Congregational church yes-
terday afternoon, Copies of the ap-
peal issued by the executive committee
and membership blanks were distrib-
uted to those present. The federa-
tion has a membership drawn from
churches, temperance and woman suf-
frage societies and good government
leagues.

The. stables wepe built when Lynden-
hurst was erected and were magni-
ficently equipped.

Three horses were burned in their
stalls and the loss on the building
and contents is estimated at $50,000,
The value of articles from Lyndenhurst,
which were in the barn, is estimated at
$50,000.

Has come to be regarded as the seat of
! more corruption and scandal than an
| other of California’s fifty-seven.

Profound interest is attached te the
revelation that County Assessor Henr
T. Jones has been working hand
hand with some of the largest corpo-
{ rations and wealthy men of the
county, and many are dpen in declar-
ing that he has been well remunerated
for the low figure they secured on the
assessment roll. The beard of super-
visors has been calleg upon to meet
several critical issues within the last
seven months, but the stupendousness
of the alleged graft which has been
conducted in Jones' office was equaled
only when it was alleged that the
late county treasurer, George A
Wiley, was a defaulter in the sum of
almost $20,000. The alleged peculations
of Tax Colector Harry C. Raap were
hushed up when he paid the sd¥in of
$25,000 to Treasurer L, N. Buttner, de-
claring that he would rather be eut of
pocket than have his !{niegrity or hon-
esty attacked.

Heretofore the honesty of Jones, like
that of suicide Wiley and Tax Collec-
tor Raap, had never been questioned,
and not until the exhaustive Investiga-
tions presecuted by the supervisors
confirmed the rumors regarding his
transactions could a number of even
his most pronounced enemies believe
him guilty.

The corporations which Jones is said
to have faveored are all listed from
25 to 75 per cent lower than would
be the case were they to be sold at
even a publie auction. The Standard
oill company plant and works at Peint
Richmond are worth millions, yet
Joncp marked them down for - few
hundred thousand; the Selby smelting
company, assessed by him for $2032.000,
has holdings at Vallejo Junction worth
$7,000,6000 on the personal admissions
of Superintendent Alfred vem der
Ropp.
