Taking of testimony has been accel-
erated by stipulation on the part of the
opposing attorneys touching the physi-
cal properties of the company. Engi-
neers for the city and for the company
have been working on this element.
As far as they can agree as to the ex-
istence of tangible properties the
testimony is being submitted. This Is
done to save the calling.of many wit-
nesses upon that phase of the case.

The records have been restored and
the city is pressing the cases so that a
decision can be rendered as soon as
possible.

The cases are those in which the old
water company obtained injunctions
against the city council in the United
States circuit court, to prevent. the en-
forcement of heavy cuts in the water
rates in the fiscal years 1903-4 and
1904-5. These suits were set. back
considerably by the destruction of rec-
ords in the fire. .',*• 7

WATER SUITAGAINST
OAKLAND TO BE HEARD

The j largest recent deal In mining
properties In California has been made
In Siskiyou county, where fhe Blue
Ledge copper property was sold for
$200,000 by William H. Hamilton,
George M. Keller and M. Wenger of
Crescent City to

'
Robert S. Towne, a

c&pltalist of New York, who has made
final payment under a bond. The
bonder ran nearly 2,000 feet of tun-
nels, drifts and .winzes In the property,'
much of the way in copper ore, and
became satisfied to complete the bar-
gain. The Bine Ledge property Is In
the heart of the copper belt that Itea
partly in Siskiyou county and partly
tn Oregon. ItIs SO miles from Treka
c.nd about as far from Medford or
Jacksonville, Oregor>. A smelter will,
be constructed for the mine.

The operations at the Bully Hill
smelter are attracting Interest. The
sum of 1100.000 has been expended to
reconstruct the smelter. Two old fur-
naces have been torn out and two new
ones have been put In to increase the
smelting capacity from 300 tons to
double that amount a day. By the first
of November the Sacramento. Valleyand
Eastern ,railroad may connect the
mines and smelter.

Work on a 100 stamp mill Is Inpro-
press for the Dead Horse and Lady
Washington workings near Tuolumne.
A long tunnel from the Lady Wash-
ington mine has tapped the Dead Horse
and the latter is being drained
through the tunnel. There Is expecta-
tion* of finding a lar&e body of g-ood
ore In the Dead Horse workings be-
tween the 800 foot level and the bot-
tom of the "mine at a depth of 1.500
feet

FIFTY STAMPS DROPriXG
Prospects are good, so says the

Grass Valley Union, at the Champion
and Home mines. A pay shoot has
been struck In the SOO foot level from
the Home drift. This Is regarded as
an Important indication that the shoot
rtm» downward. The Champion com-
pany started a drift that was run from
the south Bhaft In the Home and this
had progressed only 30 feet when a
fine vein was opened up from five to
cix feet wide. A drift Is being run
In the Champion from the £00 foot
level that willconnect with the bottom
of the Home shaft and supply a con-
nection between the two mines. The
striking of the shoot in the bottom, of
the Home mine has opened up virgin
ground. The Home mine is running
30 stamps and the Champion 20. The
entire EO stamps are kept busy pound-
Ing on ore night and day.

TAKES IX GRAVEL MINKS
The Mother Lode Magnet says that

the Loney ranch, containing a large
gravel property, four miles below
Jamestown, has been purchased by
George S. Montgomery of San Fran-
cisco for ¥16,000. The same paper says
that the preparations for resuming In
the Arbona mine are in progress; that
sinking has been resumed in the main
shaft of the Spring Gulch mine and
that a large Increase will be made in
the working force of the Mohican mine.

Francis de Lawney has leased the
Reliance and Keystone gravel claims
covering nearly 2,000 feet of the Key-
stone channel on Chlpps ridge. Sierra
county. Thirty years ago the west
part of the Keystone channel was
worked profitably, but the works caved
in and the work was discontinued. Less
than 25 feet are between the present
scene of the operations and the chan-
nel, according to an old chart.

Good copper ore is reported to have
been etruck at Oak hollow, five miles
from,Happy Camp, InSlsklyou county,
by Fred H. Dakin of San Francisco
and others. Adjoining the ground are
claims that have been bonded to a
company. A few miles west there Is
another group of copper claims under
bond to a Siskiyou company.

The situation regarding the labor
troubles In the Calaveraa mines are
summarized by the Angels Camp Rec-
ord as follows:

On Monday a committee from the miners'
Tinlon of thl» town called on the owners of the
ftlea mine, going to the city for that purpose.
They were Informed that no concessions what-
ever would be made and were also told that the
owners were Dot anxlou* to reopen the mines,
as they were making money by remaining closed.
On Thursday a committee composed of J. E.
Baker, John Heard and John Pe!rano called on
Superintendent Alex Chalmers of the Llphrner
mine here, asking that a satisfactory understand-
ing b« tad In order that the trouble be settled.
Mr. Chalmers informed the committee that the
only basis for a settlement would be that the
men return t* work under the same conditions
that prevailed at the time the strike was called.
but that no shorter hours would be granted, and
that n» recognition of the union would be given.
In view of the fact thst James V. Coleman of
the Angels mine has also declined to grant any
of the demands made by the union, the prospect
for a reopening of the mines does not appear to
be very bright,unlew the men are willlingto go
to work under the farmer conditions.

The rein has been worked In places as low aa
the 720 foot lerel on the east side, but a body
of ore remains to be stoped out on that side.
