Excesses of Corporations
and Labor Unions Must
Be Corrected

BERKELEY, July 24.—*“I am an opti-
mist of the extreme type,” said Secre-
tary of the Interior James R. Garfield
to an audience of university people as-
sembled at Hearst hall this morning.
“I believe that our industrial evils will
be eradicated in the course of a few
Years. Our national life is sound at
heart. Our principles &re correct. Our
foundation is secure. The

cess of power in the hands of a few
will prove successful, I believe. Our
country is destined-to greater power,
prosperity and influence. The tide is
f’.lowlng in the direction of such a des-
tiny.”

Secretary Garfield was due at 11
o'clock to deliver the Weinstock lec-
ture at the university on “The Morals
of Trade.” He was 20 minutes
but the crowd waited patiently until
he arrived. No explanation for delay
was vouchsafed.

OAKLAND, July 24.—The board of
public works received bids today for
the construetion.of sewers at Second
and Webster streets and at Second and
Grove streets that are approximately
$40,000 lower than bids made for the
same work three e;omhs ago. At that
time City Engineer Turner advised re-
jection of tHe offers, stating that the
figures submitted were too high. After
some delay it was decided to advertise
again. The city will consequently save
several thousands of dollars.

The lowest two bids for the wori
were $22,991.10 for the sewer at {ec-
ond and Webster streets and $35,219.10
for the Grove street contract. The total
is $58,219.10. At the previous opening

| of bids the lowest was $36,002.73 for

Webster street and $62,850.47 for the
Grove street sewer, totaling $98,853.20
The contracts on these and several
other new sewers will be awarded at a
special meeting of the board to be
held I'riday afternoon,

the first two to be constructed under
the bond issue recently voted, were
accepted today.

Alameda Board Approves of
General Increase of
Valuations

KEEPS THE TAX DOWN

Official’'s Course Regarded
as Best to Attract
Capital

OAKLAND, July 24.—The a.dvancél
in assessments in Alameda county will
be allowed to stand, notwithstanding
the flood of complaints. At the meet-

ing of the supervisors, sitting as a
board of equalization, today, Super-
visor Rowe made the following state-
ment:

“If wvaluations had not been raised
this year the rate of taxation would
have been greatly imcreased, and this
always has a tendency to keep away
investors. The board desires to keep
this rate low and with the figures pre-
sented this year we can do so and vet
raise the required sums in taxes. Ac-
cordingly, we do not feel like disturb-
ing the figures given by the assessor,
unless. the rates are greatly in excess
of those in adjoining property.”

The matter of reducing the assess-
ment on property owned by Mary
Kelly was taken up again. Attorney
Luttrell, who appeared for her, said
the property at Sixth and Franklin
streets, which was assessed at $20,-
000, could not be sold for $15,000.

“T will buy that property for $15,-
000, said Assessor Dalton promptly,
“and will make a deposit on it today.”

But ,Luttrell sald that he had no
power'of attorney and could not sell
the property. The matter went over
until Friday.

A long discussion followed the appli-
cation of M. V. Sparks to have reduced
by $25,000 an assessment of $97,000 on
property at Sixteenth strept and
Broadway. Dalton maintained that the
surrounding property had been as-
sessed at exactly the same rate and
that the figure was a fair one.

E. C. Arnold of 1543 Delaware street
that the University pharmacy sold
liquor to boys, and detailed two men
in plain clothes to procure evidence.
The proprietor and manager claim that
Bradley was an inexperienced clerk,
ignorant of the law, and that the sale
of liquor to the policemen was an iso-
lated case.
