The question• of further restrlctins; immigration both
!from the orient and European coun-
jtries is at last beginning to receive
j Eerious attention from the eastern
jpress, chiefly on account of the vast
hordes of immigrants that are pour-
Ing into Ellis Island this month,
breaking all records, and because of
the •tt-ave of crime that Is sweeping
over Xew York city at present, most
of which is attributable to the crim-
inal class of EurfAeans, and on ac-
count of the disorders that are con-
tinually occurring in New York's Chl-

incse quarter. '\u25a0'\u25a0" > .
j ItIs noticeable that Cie Japanese are
jbecoming numerous in New York. Ten:years ago a Japanese '

face was a rar-
jlty along Broadway. Now it is to be;Been everyhefe. There are more 'Jap-
;anese in this city than there are Chi-nese. They are engaged in all kinds• of occupations, many of them being;merchant*. Others are' students, andmany are household servants. A fewyears ago there were no Japanese res-
; taurants In this city. Now they are
numerous in the "red light" districts.

IIt is said that there are many Jap-
•. anese coolies employed in railroad
.construction in tho United States.;principally in the west, although some.are seen along the eastern lines.

A special to the Herald from Mex-
jjco City says that a considerable part,of the passenger business recently
| done by the Mexican railroads has

come from orientals bound from the• south to the north, their destina-
; ti©n usually being within a compara-. tively short distance of the American

frontier.
A prominent official of the Mexican

ICentral railroad says: "Between six1 and seven thousand Japanese have
.landed in Mexico in the last three or
;four months. Some of them settle down
-; to work for a time on the railroad ex-. tensions, particularly at Manzanillo and
!Guadalajara, but before many days roll
1 around they quit and go farther north.
There are actually several thousand of
thein^ at Chihuahua. .Ihave gone
through the streets there when they
were crowded with Japanese and a
large proportion were not of the labor-
ing class, as they showed gold chains
and jewelrj' beyond the means .of the"coolie. From their bearing Iam cer-
tain that many of them are army and
ravy officers. As the opportunity offers
they are getting intcfOie United States.

"The Japanese and the Chinese who
arc landing In the western ports of
Mexico do not come with any idea of
remaining in the republic, as wages are
too low and expenses, of living too
high. They are all coming with the
idea of stopping over temporarily here,
making Mexico a lay over station on
their way to the United States.

"Hundreds of Japanese are reported
to be tramping through the deserts of
northern Mexico toward the United
States. They usually travel "in groups,
sticking to the lines of railroad while.
In Mexican territory and attracting the
attention of travelers on passing trains.
Most of these Asiatic hobos have in
their pockets the savings of years of
hard •work."

Lewis King-man, chief engineer- of
the Mexican Central, reports that some
of the Japanese deserters return to
work presumably to accumulate money
preparatory to entry into the United
State*.

"Salina Cruz la now the chief port of
entry for. the orientals," he says. **One
steamer brought in 1,016 Japanese on
June 16, and all were held aboard for a
fortnight on account of some irregu-
larity in the health certificates. As
many of the Asiatics who have been
permitted to land bave been subse-
quently found to be suffering from se-
vere contagious diseases, the Mexican
board of health has decided to. eend
phj-sicians to the ports from which the
steamship lines depart.

*^lore than 1,000 Chinese immigrants
have been handled by the Mexican rail-
road during the last week. A special
trainload of 200 reached Mexico City
from Salina Cruz in one day and ,a
large delegation of Chinese went to the
station to meet the newcomers. They
have no special destination in Mexico,
and obviously all of them expected ulti-
mately to gain admission into the
United States."

Commissioner of Police Bingham,
-who asked for 2,000 more policemen,
says: "The question of Japanese and
Chinese Immigration seems to be ab-

, sorblng the attention of the country on
account of the warlike and sensational

!aspect given to it by a part of the
|precs of this country. The question of
iEuropean immigration is ignored, com-
;paratively, although It is by far the
imore eerious of the two. Asiatic lm-
jmigration can be controlled by the
rational law makers, but. on this side
of the country the naturalized im-
imigrants have votes that the congress-
men seem bound to regard. They seem
ireluctant to support any measure cal-
c
ulated to restrict Immigration. There

.are too many immigrants who have be-
,come naturalized and who resent any
\ proposition to bar their relatives from
J entry. This Is why the situation on
!this side of the country is far more
j serious than on the Pacific coast, not-
withstanding the warlike 'aspect that

:the controversy with Japan has as-•
turned.
-^ "The hordes of immigrants that are
admitted Into the -United States each
year, many of whom remain in New
York, are .largely responsible for the' wave of crime that is sweeping over
this city and with which the police

! force is unable to cope. Many of tho
\u25a0 worst types of- criminals cannot speak

a word of English. They are the scum
of Europe. They arc vastly \ more
dangerous than the Chinese or Japan-
