VAST QUANTITY OF STEEL
USED IN SAN FRANCISCO

More Than Forty Thousand Tons of
Domestic and European Prod-

uct Put Into Buildings

In recently published figures on
building material received in San Fran-
ciseo since the fire no mention was
made of structural steel and Iron. Since
this materia] is recognized as a most
important fector in the reconstruction
of San Francisco, these figures are
essential to give a complete idea of
what is being done In the way of new
bulldings of high grade.

According to figures secured by the
California Promotion Committee, 31,734
tons of structural iron and steel have
come to San Francisco "by rail and
16,208 tons by steamer. Of "fhe total
amount received, more than 8,000 tons
cameé from Europe. Of the totai amount
of 41,042 tons which haye reached San
Francisco, nearly every ton eof it is
either in place or is being placed in
buildings, 3

To haul this enormous amount of
steel would require 2,097 cars, as tlie
average carried on each car is about
20 tons.
